If your family chooses to utilize these programs at home, please remember that all work done needs to be the child’s, or the tasks will become too hard for them.  Parents are encouraged to help a child when they are struggling with a concept, but doing it for them will make things more difficult in the long run.  Parent information sheets on the programs that pertain to your children will be sent home in the coming days.  
MEA break is around the corner.  We will release at noon on Tuesday, October 18 and there will be no school on Wednesday, Thursday, and Friday, October 19th, 20th, and 21st.
