Bulletin column April 2, 2023 “From the Pastor”
Dear parishioners,

Once again we enter Holy Week, the most sacred time
of our liturgical year for us as Catholics. Liturgically,
we re-live Jesus’ suffering, death, and resurrection for
us so as to enter more profoundly into those mysteries as
His people, to draw closer to Him. The Greek word for
what we do in our liturgies this week (and all of the
time) is anamnesis, which is different from mimesis,
which refers to simply remembering something that
happened a long time ago. Anamnesis involves that past
event coming to be present to us, entering in a sense into
our present time by our re-experiencing it. That is why
our liturgies so much reflect the events of Jesus’ life so
rigorously —Jesus’ triumphal entrance into Jerusalem on
Palm Sunday, the washing of the apostles’ feet and the
institution of the Eucharist as we remember the Last
Supper on Holy Thursday, His death on the cross on
Good Friday, and of course the light and joy of His
rising at the Easter Vigil.

The most profound take-away we ought to have from
Holy Week should be a deeper sense of what we should
receive from every Mass an experience and
recognition of how much Jesus loves us. Jesus lived and
died on earth 2,000 years ago, giving Himself as a
loving gift for us on the cross. However, He then rose
from the dead and ascended into heaven where He sits at
the right hand of the Father to intercede for us. That love
of the cross is not just a love that was here on earth and
then passed away with Christ on the cross; it is a love
that lives forever, and is fact made present to us in the
Liturgy of the Eucharist at every Catholic Mass.

The famous scriptural verse John 3:16 tells us, “For God
so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son,
that everyone who believes in Him might have eternal
life.” Our liturgical experience in the Mass and in a
heightened way in the solemn celebrations of Holy
Week seek to strengthen our comprehension of how
much God does indeed love us. The Father has shown
His love for us by giving His only begotten Son to die
for us on the cross, but He has also given us to Him as a
divine Person made flesh in a human nature to love us,
so that we might see how much both of them love us,
and be drawn into that divine love. And it is of course
the Holy Spirit, that third Person of the Trinity, who
works in us through faith to enable us to experience that
divine love. I pray this Holy Week that our triune God
may draw all of the parishioners of St. Michael’s into
the depths of God’s love for them that they may dwell in
the abundant life that that love gives them on earth, that
they may seek to love God ever more in return for His
great love for them, and that they may be drawn to love
their neighbors as they know God loves those people.

I want to thank everyone for their condolences and
expressions of appreciation when I announced at last
Sunday’s Masses that I would no longer be the pastor of
St. Michael’s as of this July 1%. It was a sad
announcement for me, and I very much appreciated all
the support you offered me. As I write this, I still do not
know where I will be headed that day, nor who will be
the associate at St. Michael’s in the coming year. I do
know that I will be grateful for the privilege of having
served you at St. Michael’s as your pastor for the past
six years, and that that gratitude will have a special
place in my heart for the rest of my days here on earth,
as will each and every one of you.

However, I did receive news of who your new pastor
will be, and I am elated to be able to share with you that
the new pastor of St. Michael’s as of July 1, 2023 will
be Fr. Matthew Niggemeyer. Fr. Matt is a very talented
and capable young priest. He was educated at
Conception Seminary in Missouri and then the North
American College in Rome, and was ordained to the
priesthood in 2015. He has served as associate pastor in
Sacred Heart Parish in Norfolk as well as at St. Mary
Parish in West Point. He speaks four languages, and is
of course fluent in Spanish. Fr. Matt is a very good
friend of mine, and the words that spring to mind to
describe him are: outgoing, enthusiastic, faithful,
pastoral, honest, truth-loving, priesthood-loving,
intelligent, wise, humorous, zealous, affirming, and
caring. He has teaching experience at the high school
level at St. Mary’s School.

While St. Michael’s will be Fr. Matt’s first assignment
as pastor, just as it was for me, he has a self-confidence
and skill at organization and dealing with people which
should allow him to do much better than I have over the
past six years. He is a fantastic priest and will be a great
pastor for you. With some other priests, [ would be
concerned that “talking him up” so much would be
setting that man up for failure. Not Fr. Matt. [ am giving
you my honest opinion of him. I literally cried tears of
joy when I found out that he was coming here, because I
then knew that the parish I loved would be in excellent
hands for years to come. Praise God!

PASCHAL TRIODUUM

The Paschal Triduum is the period of three days that begins with the liturgy on the
evening of Holy Thursday, reaches its high point in the Easter Vigil, and closes with
evening prayer on Easter Sunday.

Holy Thursday

Holy Thursday is the day during Holy Week that commemorates the Washing of the Feet
and Last Supper of Jesus Christ with the Apostles, as described in the canonical gospels.
It is the fifth day of Holy Week, preceded by Holy Wednesday and followed by Good Friday.

Holy Friday

Good Friday is a Christian holiday commemorating the crucifixion of Jesus and his death
at Calvary. It is observed during Holy Week as part of the Paschal Triduum. It is also
known as Holy Friday,

Holy Saturday

Holy Saturday is the third day of the Paschal Triduum; therefore, it is a day of silence and
reflection in which Christians commemorate Jesus of Nazareth in the sepulcher and his
descent into the Abyss.

Holy Saturday concludes with the celebration of the Paschal Vigil, which is a liturgical
celebration that takes place on the eve of Easter Sunday, the day that Holy Week ends.

Columna del boletin 2 de abril del 2023 “Del Pastor”
Queridos feligreses,

Una vez mas entramos en Semana Santa, el tiempo mads
sagrado de nuestro afio litirgico para nosotros como
catdlicos. Litargicamente, revivimos el sufrimiento, la
muerte y la resurreccion de Jesiis por nosotros para entrar
mas profundamente en esos misterios como pueblo suyo,
para acercarnos mas a El.
