Ingram Tom Moore and Blanco need this Week 4 game to 
get righted as they head toward the start of their respective 
district games in two weeks. The Warriors are off to an 0-3 
start, losing their last two games by a combined 12 points. 
Blanco got its first win of the season against Lanier last 
week after a 0-2 start. Blanco is coming off an 11-3 season, 
where they reached the 
UIL 3A Division I quarterfi-
nals. Last year, the Warriors 
and Panthers tangled for 
109 points and more than 
1,000 yards of offense. In 
that game, the Panthers 
struggled to contain Ingram 
running back Kye Hightower, 
who rushed for 223 yards. 
Last week, the Warriors 
couldn’t stop Comfort’s first-
half rushing attack in a 34-29 loss. 
Hightower leads the Warriors offensively on the ground with 
328 yards on 54 carries and four TDs. The Warriors have pla-
tooned quarterbacks Hightower and Logan Spalding, who is 
13-of-29 passing for 213 yards. Spalding had his biggest play 
of the season with a 50-yard pass play that helped set up an 
Ingram touchdown. Defensively, the Warriors stifled Ingram 
in the second half and they will have to be superb defen-
sively against Blanco. Will Symm leads the Warriors with 29 
tackles. Bowden Zipp, a do-it-all player for the Warriors, has 
28 tackles. Alex Duckworth and Chris Alva lead the Warriors 
with three tackles for a loss each. The Warriors are plus-3 on 
the turnover ratio, with five interceptions and four fumble 
recoveries. However, converting those opportunities into 
touchdowns has been a struggle. Blanco has won the last 
eight meetings between the teams.
