e Setting- Describe and draw the setting. (when/where the story takes place)

¢ Problem- Describe the problem/conflict in the novel.

» Solution- Describe how the character solved the problem.

o Beginning- What happened in the beginning of the novel?

o Middle- What happened in the middie of the novel?

o End- What happened in the end of the novel?
