Seniors Jahn Landrigan and James 
Royle capped a very successful 
speech season by winning duet at 
the Class C2 State Speech Meet 
on Friday, March 22. Landrigan 
and Royle are NC’s first state event 
champions since Aaron McHargue 
(’03) won the C2 Extemporaneous 
title in 2003. They also placed 
first in conference and district 
competition with their piece, Neil 
Simon’s “The Good Doctor.”

Nebraska Christian had two 
other medalists at the state meet: 
junior Beran Fisher placed 6th in 
persuasive, and Landrigan placed 
6th in humorous prose. Other state 
qualifiers were senior Kim Deichmann 
(entertainment), Fisher (informative), 
Royle (humorous prose), junior 
Scott Smith (extemporaneous and 
persuasive), and seniors Sophia Zhang 
& Vicky Zhang (duet). The team 
placed 8th overall.

The NC team also won both 
the conference and district titles 
and placed in the top 10 at many 
invitationals.

My name is 

Sheila Dixon. I’m 
here to testify of 
the wonderful way 
that God has made 
“all things new” in 

my life. He has taken me through a 
life-threatening health crisis in or-
der to deliver and restore me.

•  •  •
I put my faith in Jesus for 

salvation as a child, but what most 
people didn’t know was that I 
later struggled with a terrible food 
addiction. Many years ago I shared 
with a friend that the answer to my 
food addiction would be spiritual, 
and if I ever became a diabetic, I 
would be in trouble. Meanwhile, I 
tried several of the diets out there, 
but nothing worked, and yes, I 
became a diabetic.

A year ago last fall, the Lord 
impressed on me to put away all 
my diet books. This deliverance was 
going to be between Him and me. 
That October, I went on a prayer 
retreat with several women from 
our church. It was an awesome 
time of praying together for hours. 
The gals prayed over me as food 
had become such a stronghold 
that I felt strangled by it. They 
prayed for my “journey,” none of 
us knowing what would lay ahead 
of me on that path. 

 Around that time I listened to 
a sermon online where the pastor 
encouraged his congregation to tell 
the Lord they were ready for Him 
to do something new in their lives. 
So I stopped and I prayed. I also 
prayed and asked God to prepare 
me for things ahead.

•  •  •

In May of last year, we celebrated 
one of our children’s graduations 
from high school. I felt fine. What 
I didn’t know was that my body 
was about to crash. The next day 
I became deathly sick. I was sent 
by ambulance to Lincoln, where 
I would spend the next 45 days. 
In addition to being diagnosed 
with pancreatitis, my triglycerides 
soared to 3,500, my blood sugars 
went from 200 to 1,000, my 
kidneys were shutting down, and 
my stomach was literally rotting. 
I was put into ICU and heavily 
sedated. A ventilator and feeding 
tube kept me alive while my body 
fought for life. The doctors told 
my family, “Sheila will die without 
surgery, and we don’t think she will 
live through surgery. Tell her good-
bye.” Medically speaking, I should 
have died, but God had another 
plan. He wanted to show many His 
power.

•  •  •
God began laying it on the hearts 

of His people to pray. Some of 
the ways they prayed were that no 
plans of the enemy would prosper, 
that God would show us great and 
mighty things we knew not, and 
Psalm 91. Some were challenged to 
consider whether they were praying 

believing God would do something 
or if they were doubting He would.

Due to being sedated, I never 
knew I was dying. But I do know I 
was ready to meet my maker.

God brought me through a series 
of surgeries, and my body began to 
heal. My stomach began to hold 
liquids and then food. My kidneys 
were restored to full function. Be-
ing sick for so long, I couldn’t walk, 
write, or talk and was extremely 
weak. Due to so much medicine, 
I had trouble with my mind and 
memory. Each step was a new vic-
tory that amazed the doctors and 
nurses. Step by step God complete-
ly healed me.

God also cared for and protected 
my family while I was in the hos-
pital. During one of my husband’s 
trips to see me, a large golf cart 
came across the median of the in-
terstate and stopped before hitting 
him. We saw God’s hand not only 
in His healing, but all over this, and 
we believe there are several reasons 
He allowed it. This was about us, 
but yet it wasn’t just for us. Many 
of you prayed for us (some spend-
ing hours), others sent cards, helped 
with expenses, and came to visit 
us. A brother and sister in the Lord 
came to the hospital telling me they 

were praying that I wouldn’t blame 
myself. I hung onto that. THIS 
IS what the body of Christ does. 
Thank you so much. 

It is amazing to think I could be 
with Jesus now, but for my family’s 
and friends’ sake I’m glad He didn’t 
take me. 

God is also delivering me from 
the food addiction. Beth Moore 
says, “No matter what our ad-
diction, God can set us free. He 
requires from us time, trust, and 
cooperation. He is far more inter-
ested in our getting to know the 
Deliverer than simply being deliv-
ered. His unquestionable will is our 
freedom from this yoke, but, also 
trust that HE has written a person-
alized prescription for our release.”

HE IS OUR HOPE!!! OUR 
ONLY HOPE.

“All Things New” is a perfect 
theme for me: new health and a 
new chance at embracing those 
whom I was holding at arms 
length, but the biggest new thing is 
a heart overflowing with gratitude 
to my Savior and Lord. 

Last of all, we did as Jacob did in 
Genesis 35: “I will build an altar to 
God who answered me in the day 
of my distress and who has been 
with me where ever I have gone.”

Sing Unto the Lord: A Tradition of Music by Stephani (Deichmann ’03) Francl , Development Director

There is a 
beloved tradition 
at Nebraska 
Christian Schools 
that is older 
than the school 

itself: music. Well over half of the 
students who have walked NC’s 
halls have sung in the choir, and 
choir performances are special 
features at major campus events 
like the Harvest Festival, Spring 
Concert, Christmas Festival and 
Graduation. But the tradition 
began before the school opened in 
the fall of 1959.

They didn’t know it at the time, 
but a small group of five individuals 
started this tradition at the request 
of NC’s first Superintendent, Wal-
ter Ediger.  In the summer of 1959, 
before the school had convened a 
single class, Kay Sawyer, the first 
music director, assembled a girls 
trio and pianist from among the 
future student body of NC. 

It wasn’t a glamorous start. Mr. continued on pg. 10

Sawyer remembered, “It was primi-
tive—the school’s facilities,” and 
transportation for the group was 
a challenge. “Paul Oswald loaned 
us a car, because ours broke down 
on the move [from Kansas to Ne-
braska],” Mr. Sawyer explained. The 
group of 5 toured in the borrowed 
car to minister through music, re-

cruit students, and 
raise support for 
the fledgling school. 
They performed at 
Bible camps, church-
es, and Youth for Christ meetings, 
where they presented the new op-
tion of a Christian education at NC. 

Once NC’s doors opened, the 

music continued. Olive Lutes Gur-
ney (’61) recalled the spring of 1960 
when the choir traveled to north-

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western Nebraska on its first choir 
tour. “The tour started out in a 
bus, which broke down within the 
first 100 miles. Hurried phone calls 
brought the needed results, and 
several cars appeared some time 
later so that we could continue the 
journey… During that tour, we 
sang at several churches and even 
appeared briefly on television.”

Choir tours have continued each 
spring ever since. In addition to 
tours, the choirs have performed 
in school events as well as at 
competitions among local schools. 
Trophies and plaques won for 
champion performances by 
the choir and small groups at 
competitions fill NC’s trophy cases. 
“Representing the school and the 
Lord … brought great satisfaction, 
whether in the context of a local 
church or that of secular venues 
like annual competitions and 

evaluations,” Stephen LeBar (’61) 
explained.

It’s no surprise that music has been 
a feature at Nebraska Christian, 
since music is a primary method 
of offering praise to the Lord.
