How do I participate in Summer Reading?

· Choose two books that your child can read on their reading level.

· Complete one project for each book.

· Turn in the project first day of school. (Registration or the first full day of school)

What kind of projects can I do?

Choose from the following projects. Please do a different project for each of the two books you have chosen to read.

· Poem: Write a poem summarizing the story.  Your poem may rhyme, but does not have to rhyme. Make sure poems include elements from the story such as characters, plot, and setting.

· Sequel: Write your own sequel to the story. Make sure the sequel includes characters, plot, and setting.  Sequels should be 1-2 pages in length.

· Summary: Write or type a summary of the story.  The summary must contain the characters, plot, and setting.  Summaries should be 1 pages in length.

· Poster: Create a poster about your book. Your poster should include the book’s title, author, and a short summary of the book (1 paragraph).  Also, include pictures to make it visually pleasing.  Pictures may be drawn by hand or printed from the Internet.

What is the reward for completing the Summer Reading Program?
