Attendance, Grades, Behavior & Expectations 

• Fundamentals emphasized daily at practice 

• Attendance is critical 

o Notify coach in advance if absent 

o Text or email is acceptable (player communication preferred) 

• Academic Requirements: 

o Minimum 2.5 GPA required (MHS policy) 

o Grades monitored by coaching staff 

• Behavior Expectations: 

o Players are expected to represent the program appropriately 

o Discipline handled case-by-case: 

 Opportunity for Self-Improvement (OSI) 

 Suspension from team activities if necessary 

o Ongoing issues may require a parent-player-coach meeting 

 

Injury & Travel Protocol 

• Injury Protocol: 

o Notify coaching staff immediately of any athletic injury 

o Contact coaches before visiting a doctor 

o Staff may assist in arranging specialist care 

• Travel Protocol: 

o Players must travel to games with the team 

o Players may be signed out after games by a parent or guardian 

o Players may NOT travel home with anyone else 



o All players must be accounted for before departure 

o Tournament travel forms managed through Dragonfly
