“From the Pastor”
Dear parishioners,

In our Gospel this weekend, we get an intimate view into
what seems to be the beginning of an important part of
Jesus’ life according to His sacred humanity — His
friendship with the sisters Sts. Martha and Mary. In His
incarnation, Jesus, who is almighty and all-knowing
without limits, took on the limits of our humanity. He
had only so much time and personal energy to devote to
human relationships, and these sisters, with their brother
St. Lazarus, along with the beloved disciple St. John, are
the only ones to be scripturally and traditionally known
as His personal chosen friends.

In this initial meeting, Martha generously invites Jesus to
dine in her home. As she is bustling about with the duties
of hospitality, Mary kneels at Jesus’ feet to listen to Him.
Martha of course fusses to Jesus to tell Mary to come
and help her. Jesus responds, “Martha, Martha, you are
anxious and worried about many things. There is need of
only one thing. Mary has chosen the better part and it
will not be taken from her.”

Jesus’ words to Martha are simply an application of His
teaching in the Sermon on the Mount, not to worry about
what we are to eat or wear, but to seek first the Kingdom
of God and His righteousness. Jesus knows that Martha
needs to prepare a meal if they are to eat. Jesus knows,
as St. Paul certainly teaches, that we do need to work for
our food. Spouses and parents especially need to work to
care for others. However, our relationship with God
should come first in our lives. We know that in the
Gospel, Mary isn’t listening to Jesus talk about His
personal history or what’s going on in His life lately;
she’s listening to His teaching as a disciple. The very
posture of kneeling at His feet is that of a disciple before
a teacher. Jesus most certainly did share personal
moments and companionship with Mary as well as with
Martha, Lazarus, and John, but that’s not what is issue
here.

Jesus has, of course, died, risen, and ascended into
heaven. He is no longer at all limited in whom He can
choose for His friends, and He loves us all. Each of us is
able to be in a personal relationship with Him, to talk to
Him, to listen to Him in the Scriptures or in His constant
word of His love for us or in His movements in our
consciences. But our part in our relationship with Him is
to take time with Him, and time to get to know Him. For
lay people, this means that we ought to visit Jesus in His
real presence in the Blessed Sacrament frequently, to al-
low Him to bless and sanctify us and to strengthen our
reception of His love for us as well as our love for Him.
We ought also to study and learn about our faith,

especially through Catholic study of the Scriptures and
the Catechism of the Catholic Church. As I have
mentioned in homilies since my return, the Archdiocese
of Omaha is in a process of movement to a missional
stance of outreach to the non-churchgoing people around
us. As I said, this is not easy for us as Catholics. We
aren’t used to it, for a number of reasons. For one thing,
our faith is beautiful and true, but it can also be complex
and challenging to understand, especially when we are
asked to explain or defend it. While our focus in
missionary work is to proclaim the love and salvation of
Jesus, we are ill-equipped if we do so without knowing
and understanding the more challenging aspects of our
faith. It is our responsibility as Catholics to study and
know the faith as disciples of our Lord. This also serves
to strengthen the personal relationship He wishes to have
with us, as long as our study is preceded by and
accompanied by personal prayer.

Of course, the first response to such an exhortation is,
“When do I have time for all that?” That question brings
us back to Jesus’ teaching in today’s Gospel and in the
Sermon on the Mount. We need to fulfill our other
responsibilities with family and work, but every Catholic
is called upon to choose the better part and seek first the
Kingdom of God in our lives.

I want to thank everyone for their kind condolences,
cards, prayers, and memorials on the occasion of the
passing of my dear mother. Your kindness has meant a
lot to myself and my family in this difficult time. I
recently talked to a priest friend who told me that the
busyness of being a priest can get in the way of the
ability to grieve, so I will be relying on your continued
love and support in the months to come. My mother was,
of course, a convert to the Catholic faith. One aspect of
our faith that she came to grasp rather late in her life had
to do with St. Paul’s words to us in the second reading —
“I rejoice in my sufferings for your sake, and in my flesh
I am filling up what is lacking in the afflictions of Christ
on behalf of His Body, the Church.” Jesus’ suffering for
us on the cross was all-sufficient for our salvation, but
Jesus also taught us that those who would be His
disciples must take up their cross and follow Him daily.
As members of the Body of Christ, His suffering, offered
for the sake of love, must also be lived out in and applied
to us. Through our connection to Him in the Holy Spirit,
we can offer up our sufferings from illness, injury, and
difficult circumstances to the Father in remission for the
temporal punishment for our own sins, the poor souls in
purgatory, or as a spiritual prayer and offering for the
living who are in need. Our offerings in this way are a
fragrant sacrifice to God. May we always be sustained
by our knowledge of Jesus’ love for us and respond to it
by accepting His will in love and offering our sufferings
in love for God and others.

Queridos feligreses,

En nuestro Evangelio de este fin de semana, tenemos una
vision intima de lo que parece ser el comienzo de una
parte importante de la vida de Jesus segin Su sagrada
humanidad: Su amistad con las hermanas Santas Marta y
Maria.

Los conyuges y
los padres especialmente necesitan trabajar para cuidar a
los demas. Sin embargo, nuestra relacion con Dios debe
ser lo primero en nuestras vidas. Sabemos que en el
Evangelio, Maria no esta escuchando a Jests hablar sobre
su historia personal o lo que esta pasando en su vida
ultimamente; ella esta escuchando Su ensefianza como
discipula.

Para los laicos, esto significa que
debemos visitar a Jesus en Su presencia real en el
Santisimo Sacramento con frecuencia, para permitirle que
nos bendiga y santifique y para fortalecer nuestra
recepcion de Su amor por nosotros, asi como nuestro amor
por El. También debemos estudiar y aprender sobre

nuestra fe, especialmente a través del estudio catolico de
las Escrituras y el Catecismo de la Iglesia Catolica. Como
he mencionado en homilias desde mi regreso, la
Arquidiocesis de Omaha esta en un proceso de
movimiento hacia una postura misional de alcance a las
personas que no asisten a la iglesia a nuestro alrededor.
Como dije, esto no es facil para nosotros como catélicos.
No estamos acostumbrados, por varias razones. Por un
lado, nuestra fe es hermosa y verdadera, pero también
puede ser compleja y desafiante de entender,
especialmente cuando se nos pide que la expliquemos o la
defendamos.
