Selection Criteria:

e s supportive of the learning environment

e Develops relationships with students and staff

e Teaches using International Baccalaureate philosophy and engages students while creating a love
for learning

Nomination Process:
e All nominees must be teachers who have worked for Owosso Public Schools for a minimum of
two years. Any staff member, student, parent or community member can nominate a Teacher of
the Year.

Selection Process:
The Owosso Public Schools Foundation board and a subcommittee of their designation will select the
award recipient.

The committee will thoroughly review the documentation submitted and rank the individuals based on a
rating form. The award winner will be announced at the March 11, 2022 State of the District staff
address. A public reception to honor the award recipient will take place prior to the Owosso Board of
Education meeting on February 11, 2022 (subject to change). The media, staff, students, parents,
community members, and recipient’s family members will be invited to attend.

Award:
The Teacher of the Year will receive $400 to be used for the purchase of classroom materials of the

teacher’s choice and $100 to be used personally at the teacher’s discretion.

iii. Describe how the nominee embraces International Baccalaureate (IB) instructional
philosophies in the classroom. The IB learner profile attributes are: risk-taker,
thinker, communicator, inquirer, caring, knowledgeable, balanced, reflective,
open-minded, principled

iv. Provide examples of how the nominee has demonstrated educational leadership
and professional development.

v. Provide examples of how the nominee engages students in real life opportunities
and makes connections for students.

Optional letter(s) of support from a teacher, student, community member, parent, colleague, or
others may be included in the nomination portfolio.
