They received their 14th consecutive superior rating at Region marching at AC Jones 

High School, but finished one place short of qualifying for Area finals this season.  

The OHS FFA Chapter also had a successful Fall. The Land Judging team finished 3rd 

place at Area X contest and qualified for State. In addition, the Greenhand team were Ar-

ea X champions. 

The third six weeks will be fast paced through Thanksgiving to Christmas. Still ahead in 

the third six weeks is more community events such as the Fall Festival, Trunk or Treat, 

Veterans Day Ceremony, the NHS Dodgeball Tournament, and the Feast of Kindness.
