	Phase I: Before the Lesson

Think-Pair-Share
Students will reflect on a time when they felt unsafe in any environment. They will share their thoughts with a partner, followed by a class discussion.
Think-Pair-Share

The teacher will present a real-world workplace document (e.g., a memo or safety procedure). Students will think about the purpose of the document and what information is important. They then pair up to discuss their thoughts before sharing with the class.
Quick Write

Students will write down what they know about OSHA or any government organization related to workplace safety.
Quick Write

The teacher will pose a question related to Tuesday’s lesson (e.g., “Why is it important to understand workplace documents?”). The students will write a quick response.
Picture Analysis

The teacher will show a picture of a workplace with obvious safety violations and ask students to identify them. 


	Student Engagement/Look Fors

Students are engaged by reflecting on a personal experience related to safety, which helps them connect emotionally to the topic. 
Students engage in critical thinking and collaborative discussion.

Students are engaged by activating prior knowledge or curiosity about OSHA or related organizations. 
Students are engaged by recalling and application of knowledge.
Students are engaged by visually analyzing a scenario, which helps them apply theoretical knowledge to practical situations. Identifying safety violations in the picture encourages critical thinking and discussion.

	Assess/Evaluate

The teacher assesses students through observation during partner discussions and the class discussion.
The teacher assesses students through observation during partner discussions and the class discussion.
The quick Write is assessed by reviewing the students' responses to determine their baseline knowledge and misconceptions.
The teacher will review Quick Write responses.
The teacher assesses students by their ability to correctly identify safety violations and explain their reasoning. This can be done through verbal responses during the discussion or written explanations, providing insight into students’ understanding of safety standards.


	Phase II: During the Lesson
Guided Inquiry

The teacher will present a short video on workplace accidents caused by ignoring safety procedures. Students will work in small groups to identify the key safety rules that were violated and discuss the importance of these procedures. Each group will present their findings to the class.
Guided Reading and Discussion

The teacher will distribute sample workplace documents similar to those found in the ACT WorkKeys assessment. The teacher will guide students through a close reading of the document, discussing key elements such as purpose, audience, and critical details.
Interactive Lecture
The teacher will provide an overview of OSHA, its history, and its role in workplace safety. This will include interactive elements, such as questions to the class and real-life examples. Students will take notes and participate in discussions.
Practice Questions with Peer Review
The teacher will provide students with a set of practice questions based on a workplace document. After answering, students will pair up to review and discuss each other's answers, providing feedback.
Case Study Analysis
Students will analyze a case study of a workplace accident related to a common safety issue (e.g., slips, trips, and falls). They will work in groups to identify the safety issues involved, discuss how they could have been prevented, and present their solutions to the class.

	Student Engagement/Look Fors

Students are engaged by watching a video that vividly illustrates the consequences of ignoring safety procedures, which captures their attention and makes the topic relatable. Working in small groups to identify key safety violations fosters collaboration and critical thinking as they discuss and analyze the importance of safety rules.
Students ask questions and contribute to the discussion as the class analyzes the document together.

Students are engaged by the interactive nature of the lecture, which includes real-life examples and opportunities to participate in discussions. 
Students are engaged by learning through practice and peer teaching.
Students are engaged by analyzing a real-world case study. Working in groups fosters collaboration, and discussing possible preventive measures encourages problem-solving and critical thinking.
 
	Assess/Evaluate

Students are assessed based on their group presentations. The teacher evaluates the accuracy and thoroughness of the key safety rules identified, the quality of the group discussion, and the clarity and effectiveness of their presentation to the class.
The teacher assesses students through observation during partner discussions and the class discussion.

Students are assessed through their participation in discussions and the notes they take during the lecture. 
The teacher will review peer reviews to assess students understanding 
Students are assessed on their ability to identify safety issues in the case study. The teacher evaluates both the content and the collaborative process.
 

	Phase III: After the Lesson
Exit Ticket

Students will write a brief response to the question: "Why are safety procedures necessary in the workplace?"
Exit Ticket

Students will write down one thing they learned about workplace documents and one question they still have.
Concept Map

Students will begin creating a concept map that links OSHA’s role to specific safety procedures and regulations. This will be a working document that they will continue to build on throughout the week.
Group Reflection

The teacher will facilitate a class discussion where students share strategies they found effective and any challenges they faced during the practice.
Reflection Journal

Students will write a reflection on how common workplace safety issues can impact employees and employers.

	Student Engagement/Look Fors

Students are engaged by reflecting on the lesson’s content and summarizing their understanding in a concise response.
Students are engaged by self-reflecting, and this also provides feedback on student understanding.

Students are engaged by actively organizing and connecting information about OSHA’s role, safety procedures, and regulations in a visual format.
Students are engaged by sharing of different approaches and collaborative problem-solving.

Students are engaged by thinking critically about the impact of workplace safety issues on both employees and employers.

	Assess/Evaluate
The teacher assesses students’ understanding by reviewing their responses to the exit ticket question.
The teacher will review the exit tickets to assess comprehension and identify areas for review on Thursday.
The concept map is assessed by evaluating how accurately and comprehensively students link OSHA’s role to specific safety procedures and regulations.
Teacher observation

The reflection journal is assessed based on the depth of reflection and the ability to express ideas clearly, students' attitudes toward workplace safety and their ability to analyze the implications of safety issues.
