Project: Digital Footprint Case Study


	Phase I: Before the Lesson
Strategy: 3-2-1 Instructional Strategy
Activity: Ask students to reflect on their own online activity by answering:

List 3 online activities you’ve done today.

Write down 2 social media platforms you use.

What’s 1 thing you think you post too much about online?
Strategy: Think-Pair-Share

Activity: Ask students to think about an online post they’ve seen that might impact someone’s future. They’ll discuss this with a partner and share thoughts with the class.

Students will share responses with a partner.
	Assess/Evaluate

Knowledge checks through multiple-choice questions.

	Phase II: During the Lesson

Lesson Content (25 minutes):

Introduction (5 minutes):

Introduce the terms "digital footprint," "digital tattoo," and "digital trail." Discuss how every online action—posting photos, using GPS, texting—leaves a trace that forms their digital history.

Discussion (10 minutes):

Lead a class discussion on how social media platforms and websites track their users and how companies make money by selling their digital data. Emphasize responsible online practices.

Video (5 minutes):

Show the video "Oversharing" (3:35). Afterward, ask students to share something new they learned from the video.

Key Concepts (5 minutes):

Explain how a digital footprint can impact future opportunities, such as job applications and college admissions.

Knowledge Check (5 minutes):

Activity: Multiple choice questions on digital footprints and ethical online behavior.

Example: True/False: Advertisers use your digital footprint to target you based on your online shopping habits. (Answer: True)
Lesson Content (25 minutes):

Your Tracks (10 minutes):

Review how every action online—checking in, uploading photos, commenting—builds your digital footprint. Discuss the impact of oversharing and how it can influence others' perception of you.

Social Media and Employment (10 minutes):

Present real-life examples of how social media profiles have affected individuals’ job prospects. Introduce tips from hiring managers on what to avoid posting and why it’s important to maintain a positive online presence.

Positive Use of Technology (5 minutes):

Discuss how technology can be used positively for personal branding, collaboration, and expressing creativity.
Knowledge Check (5 minutes):

Activity: Students complete additional multiple-choice questions focused on ethical technology use and legal implications.

Example: What is the purpose of an acceptable computer use policy in business? (Answer: To establish guidelines for appropriate use of company-owned computers by employees.)

Main Activity (15 minutes):

Project: Digital Footprint Case Study

Students will be divided into small groups. Each group will be assigned a case study of an individual whose digital footprint impacted their career or personal life. Groups will analyze the case, discuss the mistakes made, and present solutions for responsible online behavior.

Strategy: Exit Ticket

Activity: On a sticky note, have students answer: "How can I improve my digital footprint starting today?"
Activity: Students will complete a "Digital Footprint Clean-Up Plan," outlining 3 steps they can take to improve their own digital presence.
