To support West Fannin's goals of strengthening my reading, writing, and math skills, and becoming a well-
rounded student, I will: 
 Give my best effort on school wide tests to achieve my personal goals in reading and math.
 Be responsible in taking reading, math, and writing materials to and from school to practice with my parent
 and/or family members.
 Be sure that my parents/guardian receives and reviews my agenda, folder, and newsletter for updates on my

achievement, attendance, my progress, and any other important information on parent workshops and events.
 Use my WIN (What I Need) time to focus on math, reading, and writing.
 Take ownership and pride in my attendance, academics, and overall well-being.
 Second Step: K and 1st participate in daily follow through and 2nd-5th complete weekly skills check.

 Practice writing, spelling, and math skills
with my child three times per week. (i.e.
addition, subtraction, multiplication, and
division facts).

 Use the “math focus” in grade level
newsletters to help support and
strengthen foundational math skills.

 Read with my child at least three times
per week (working up to daily for 20
minutes).

 Attend at least one academic-based
family engagement activity that supports
reading, math, writing, or emotional
health.

 Promote the learning and practice of a
healthy lifestyle.

 Monitor attendance including absences,
tardies, and early dismissals.

Teacher/School Responsibilities: 

To strengthen foundational math skills for 
all students, we will: 

 Provide individualized intervention to
students that are not performing up the
expectations in math, keeping parents
informed about their child’s progress. 

 Interventionists and paraprofessionals
will be placed in classrooms school wide 
to assist teachers in delivering targeted
math instruction focusing on number
sense and fact fluency. 

To improve literacy skills in all grade 
levels, we will: 

 Provide individualized intervention to
students that are not performing up the
expectations in reading and writing, 
keeping parents informed about their 
child’s progress. 

 Teachers will receive ongoing 
professional learning that targets direct 
literacy instruction and interventions
that engage and motivate all students. 

To more effectively meet the needs of the 
whole child, we will: 

 We use research based strategies to
support, encourage, and reward positive 
behavior. 

 Teach students and families why
attendance is important to student 
success and about chronic absenteeism.
