Mass 

• Mass will be held on the 1st Wednesday of the month at 7:00pm. 

• All students are expected to attend, and fully participate in the Holy 

Mass. 

• Days that we have Holy Mass dismal will be at 7:45pm. 

• All students are required to attend Sunday Mass and have their packet 

stamped in the front of the church after mass. 

Retreats 

• All 3rd Year of Confirmation students are required to attend two 

retreats of confirmation, one in the fall, and one in the spring. 

Interviews 

• All 3rd Year of Confirmation students are required to do their 

Confirmation Interview with the Pastor of the Parish. 

Attendance 

• Students are expected to be in their classroom by 6:00pm.  

• If student does not come to class, they will be counted ABSENT. 

• If student arrive to class late, they will be counted TARDY. 

• Student that has 3 or more ABSENT will be contacted by the 

Director/Assistant Director of CCD. 

• Student that has 3 or more TARDY will be contacted by the 

Director/Assistant Director of CCD. 

Work 

• Student that receives any type of homework are expected to have it 

complete for the next class. 



• Students are expected to take any type of Quiz, Test, etc. unless they 

are excused from it by the Catechist. 

• If student has a lot of missing work/test, they will inform parents. 

 

Prayer 

• Every class will begin with a Prayer and will end with a Prayer. 

• Students are expected to fully participate. 

• Students are expected to learn and say their prayers that are required 

for this year at home. 

Technology 

• Students are allowed to use electronics if allowed by the Catechist. 

• If a student is caught not using electronics appropriate, they will have 

the electronic taken away until the end of class. 

• If a student is caught on their phones without Catechist permission, 

they will have their phone taken, the cell phone will be taken to the 

office, and student can pick it up after class. 

Tobacco/Alcohol 

• (1) Student that is caught doing Tobacco or Alcohol will be sent to the 

office, and the Director/Assistant Director of CCD will contact parents. 

• (2) Student that is caught doing Tobacco or Alcohol for the second 

time will be sent to the office, and the Director/Assistant Director of 

CCD will contact parents and will remove the student from CCD. 

Behavior  

• (1) Student that is disrespectful will be sent to the office, and the 

Director/Assistant Director of CCD will talk to the student.  

• (2) Student that is disrespectful for the second time will be sent to the 

office, and the Director/Assistant Director of CCD will contact the 

parents. 



• (3) Student that is disrespectful for the third time will be sent to the 

office, and the Director/Assistant Director of CCD will contact the 

parents and will have the parent be in class with the student. 

 

 

Supplies 

• Student are expected to respect the classrooms and all its supplies. 

• Student are expected to bring all their supplies to class and take it 

home after class. 

(ANY LOST SUPPLIES IS NOT CCD RESPONSIBILITY) 

Bullying 

• (1) Student that is caught bullying another student will be sent to the 

office, and the Director/Assistant Director of CCD will contact the 

parents. 

• (2) Student that is caught bullying another student for the second time 

will be sent to the office, and the Director/Assistant Director of CCD 

will contact the parents and will have the parent be in class with the 

student. 

• (3) Student that is caught bullying another student for the third time 

will be sent to the office and will remove the student from CCD. 

Facemask 

• Facemasks are strongly encouraged but are not required unless 

required by the Dakota County Health Department. 

• Facemask will only be required if Catechist requires them. 
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
