Fr. Matt’s Catechetical Corner: March 16, 2025

Happy Sunday! This is our last reflection on the Creed, and after this, we will switch to reflections
on the Sacraments in order to continue to develop our understanding of the immense gift that is our
Catholic Faith.

We, as Catholics, hope for the life of the world to come. This means that we live in constant hope
for Heaven. This life, despite all of its tangible pleasures, is not our home. We are meant for
Heaven and for personal, intimate union with God. This is why our desires are never satisfied until
we rest in him. With that in mind, we want to look at one final point concerning the Resurrection
from the Dead: Heaven itself.

In Revelations 11, 12, and 21, Heaven is described in several ways that all point to a union of God
with men. This is the key point. We are loved by a God who seeks to unite himself to us and who
asks that we desire to be united with him in return (meaning that we live virtuous lives). This is so
that, in Heaven, we can enjoy the fruit of our choice for God for all eternity.

This is also why we, as Catholics, celebrate Lent. Lent is meant to train us to choose virtue, avoid
vice, and seek after Heaven. This comes in the form of self-denial precisely because vice and
virtue are opposites. Vice proposes immediate pleasure followed by frustration, less personal
freedom, and lack of fulfillment (think: emptiness). Virtue proposes immediate suffering in choosing
the Good (often the harder choice) followed by greater personal freedom and deeper fulfillment in
the Good that we have chosen. Lent, therefore, exists to help us choose the Good and stand firm
in that choice. This firmness is what will eventually create the habit of Virtue, and it is this Virtue
that God will reward at the end of time.

So with that in mind, please take this opportunity to engage Lent and to grow in Freedom and
Virtue, especially as we prepare to reflect on the Sacraments. The Creed is the statement of what
we believe, and the Sacraments are how we worship God. This worship, however, always flows
from Faith (meaning what we believe), which is why it was necessary to start with the Creed.

Esta es nuestra ultima reflexion sobre el Credo, y después, pasaremos a
reflexiones sobre los Sacramentos para seguir profundizando en nuestra comprension del inmenso
don que es nuestra fe catélica.

Como catdlicos, anhelamos la vida del mundo venidero. Esto significa que vivimos con la constante
esperanza del Cielo. Esta vida, a pesar de todos sus placeres tangibles, no es nuestro hogar.
Estamos destinados al Cielo y a la unién personal e intima con Dios. Por eso, nuestros deseos
nunca se satisfacen hasta que descansamos en él. Con esto en mente, queremos abordar un
ultimo punto sobre la Resurrecciéon de entre los muertos: el Cielo mismo.

En Apocalipsis 11, 12 y 21, el Cielo se describe de varias maneras que apuntan a una unién de
Dios con los hombres.

Por lo tanto, la Cuaresma existe para ayudarnos
a elegir el Bien y a mantenernos firmes en esa eleccion. Esta firmeza es lo que eventualmente
creara el habito de la Virtud, y es esta Virtud la que Dios recompensara al final de los tiempos.
