	Phase II: During the Lesson

Monday- Introduction Discussion about what integrity means and share real-life scenarios. 
Tuesday- Reading and Discuss the short story.
Wednesday- Values Discussion, Worksheet Activity
Thursday: Decision-Making Role-Play; Group Discussion
Friday: Project Work; Presentation and Feedback
	Student Engagement/Look Fors

Monday: Divide the class into small groups and give each group a different scenario where integrity could be challenged (e.g., finding a wallet with money, or witnessing cheating). Have them discuss and present how they would handle the situation.
Tuesday: Discuss how the character in the story or clip demonstrates integrity. What choices did they make? How did these choices affect others? In pairs, students role-play different scenarios where they have to choose between acting with or without integrity. Discuss the outcomes of each choice.
Wednesday: students will be able to list their own values, describe how they demonstrate these values in their daily lives, and identify situations where they might struggle to maintain integrity.
Thursday: In pairs or small groups, students role-play scenarios where they have to make a decision that reflects integrity. Have them present their decisions and rationale. Discuss as a class what factors influenced their decisions and how integrity played a role in their decision-making process.
Friday:  Students work on the project, applying the principles of integrity to their roles and responsibilities.  Present the results of the project and discuss how integrity was demonstrated throughout the process.
