STUDENT TRANSPORTATION FOR THE 2023-2024 SCHOOL YEAR
BUS RIDERS
At this time face coverings are not required on school vehicles and can be worn if the student so choses to do so.  This may change depending on Federal/District guidelines.
· Students may be expected to wear a face covering upon school vehicle pickup. Students not wearing a face covering if masks are required will not be picked up by the school vehicle.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Face coverings will be provided on all school vehicles; however, we do appreciate the students having their own personal face coverings if required to wear them.
· A face covering must be worn at all times while riding the school vehicle if masks are required.
· Students are permitted to bring up to 12 oz. of non-scented personal hand sanitizer on the school vehicle and to school with them for their own personal use.  Per safety regulations, hand sanitizer cannot be shared among students while on the school vehicle.
· If face masks are required and the student refuses to wear it, they will be sent back home.

SEATING ON THE SCHOOL VEHICLE
· Students will have assigned seats.  These seating arrangements may be changed at a further date at the driver’s discretion, or by a written request of a parent/guardian if seating permits the change.
· Students will go directly to their assigned seat when entering the school vehicle. 
· Students will not begin loading the school vehicle until the driver gives them permission to board.
· Students are to remain sitting in their seats until the driver calls them to stand and exit the school vehicle. They are not to stand early or cut in line.

SCHOOL VEHICLE DROP-OFF
· Indian Valley Elementary students will load on Bus #4 after eating breakfast at ECE.

SCHOOL VEHICLE SANITIZATION
· Protocols are in place to clean and disinfect school vehicles prior to the start of the school year, and continued disinfecting measures will occur at the end of every school day to insure buses are clean.

CAR DROP-OFF/PICK-UP
· Students may be expected to wear a face covering when exiting personal vehicles and entering into the school if face masks are required. 
· Please respect the School Bus loading zones in front of the schools; park and drop off your students at the sides of the school or in the main parking lots.

BUS TEMPERATURE SCANNER PROCEDURES 
For the time being, temperature checks will not be performed on school vehicles, this may change depending on Federal/District guidelines.
