Course Introduction: This course introduces students to the principles of wildlife management and conservation and to opportunities for further education and careers in the field of wildlife biology. The course includes instruction in the history of wildlife management, ecological concepts, habitat assessment, habitat management techniques for wildlife, population dynamics, predator-prey relationships, wildlife species biology and identification, human-wildlife conflict resolution, the role of hunting in conservation, game and fish laws and regulations, hunter safety, and the application of scientific principles to managing wildlife habitats and populations. Classroom and laboratory activities are supplemented through Supervised Agricultural Experiences and leadership programs and activities. Students may dissect animals and/or animal parts in this course.  Participation is required and recorded as daily grades.  A major grade lab practical will follow each dissection.  
Dual Credit: This course is offered for 3 hours of Dual Credit  through Palo Alto College. 
AGRI 2330 - Wildlife Conservation and Management - Students will learn the principles and practices used in the production and improvement of wildlife resources.  They will investigate the aesthetic, ecological and recreational uses of public and private land.

Course Requirements: Wildlife shall be taken as seriously as all core classes; students are required to pass ALL classes to participate in any UIL activity.  Students are required to come to class prepared to take notes and participate in hands-on activities.  Students will receive a class book to take notes in and complete class assignments in.  
 All students will be issued an online record book called The Ag Experience Tracker, which is a requirement from the state.  It can be found at www.theaet.com.  Students will be given the opportunity to work on this in class.  Students will be encouraged to join and participate in the Ingram FFA chapter, which will allow them to show an animal, as well as have the opportunity to be on leadership and career development teams.
Covid-19 Statement: Keeping our students safe is my number one priority. If mandated, masks/shields will be MANDATORY in the classroom at all times! Students will be responsible for sanitizing any communal classroom supplies used during that class period. If possible, bring your own supplies needed for the day to avoid this procedure.  Students will have assigned seats and assigned groups for any projects, discussions, reviews, etc…

· Come to class prepared to learn and work
· If you are having an off day (sick, overwhelmed, upset), communicate that with me appropriately before the start of class (NO, this can’t be on a regular basis)
· Be helpful
· Make our room a place to be proud of (keep it clean)
Classroom Policies: All agricultural science classrooms will follow the Ingram ISD teacher/student handbook. I would like to stress the following classroom policies:
· Respect (toward yourself and others)
· Use the parking lot for cell phones – no cell phone use in class unless instructed to use by the teacher.
· Warmups and Wrapups should be completed daily for a grade
· Due to safety guidelines, students will sit in assigned seats
· 2 minute bell - students must wait until this bell rings to put up Notes/Chromebook, get phones, and sanitize. They will be dismissed by the teacher, not this bell
· If trash/messes become a problem, food & drink will not be allowed in the classroom. 
· No cussing, swearing, inappropriate conversations, or racial slurs. 
· No headphones, earbuds, or sleeping
· Textbooks - must be put back on shelf if used and may be checked out if properly signed out
· Course books – must be kept in the appropriate bin in the classroom at all times
· All work needing to be graded should be turned in to the appropriately marked tray in the classroom or turn into Google Classroom on time
· IISD Chromebooks – students must daily bring their charged Chromebook to class
Grading Guidelines: Daily grades (40% of average) will consist of worksheets, bookwork, class participation, activities, record books, etc....  Major grades (60%) will consist of tests, projects, etc... If extra credit is offered, ALL students will be given the opportunity to participate.
Re-Test: If a student fails a test, he or she may have the option to take a re-test.  This must be done before school, after school, or during lunch within three days of the test being graded.  
Test Corrections: Students may do test corrections on “most” exams.  Test corrections consist of writing the question and correct answer of the problems missed on the test 3 times on a separate sheet of paper (this may not be typed).  A student will receive half credit back for each question accurately corrected and written the designated number of times.  This must be turned in within 3 days of the test being returned.  
Extra Credit: Students have at least one extra credit assignment in their coursebook for each six weeks.  It is up to the student to complete the assignment on their own time (outside of class) and turn it in BEFORE the last Wedesnday of the grading period to receive credit. 
Late work: Is graded as follows:
· Major - 10 pts deducted per day late.  Will not accept work after 3 days late.
· Daily - 50 pts deducted per day late.  Will not accept work after 2 days late.
·       If there is a sub in the classroom, and the student does not complete and turn in the assignment that designated day, it will NOT be accepted late.
Make Up Work: Students should get work prior to known absence.  Make up assignments and/or tests will be available to students after an absence, BUT it is the student’s responsibility to communicate with the teacher and to get his or her assignment from google classroom and the teacher. For every day the student is absent, they will have 2 days to complete the assignments. If it is not completed in the allotted time, it falls under the guidelines of late work.
Academic Dishonesty: will NOT be tolerated under any circumstances.
Copying, plagiarism, or cheating of any form on daily grade work will result in the following consequences:
· 1st offense/warning and redo work in the presence of an ITM staff member for a possible max grade of 70
· 2nd offense/warning and redo work in the presence of an ITM staff member for a possible max grade of 70
· 3rd  offense will result in failure of the assignment/ redo in the presence of an ITM staff member for possible max grade of 50, disciplinary referral, and parent contact
Copying, plagiarism, or cheating of any form on major grade work will result in the following consequences:
·  failure of the assignment/ redo in the presence of an ITM staff member for a possible max grade of 50
· disciplinary referral
· parent contact
Note – We will use MLA and APA format for assignments.  Purdue Owl is the best resource to assist students with this process.  All written assignments/ papers will be run through a plagiarism setting on Canvas.
