Fr. Matt’s Catechetical Corner: September 28, 2025

Happy Sunday! Before beginning our regular reflection, | want to invite everyone to enjoy
our parish festival this weekend! St. Michael’s is a wonderful parish, and our parish
community is a gift to so many. It is a joy and a privilege to serve here, and | hope that
everyone takes this opportunity to enjoy some food, fellowship, games, and cultural
events as a way to support our parish and celebrate the gift we have been given here

at St. Michael’s. Happy Parish Festival, and Happy Feast of the Archangels on Monday!

To continue our reflection, we will need to look at some of the Greek words that Jesus
uses in John 6. Starting in verse 35, Jesus affirms that he is indeed the bread of life.
This affirmation starts a discussion with some of the Jews who are present who can’t
seem to understand why Jesus is saying this. Jesus, in response to this, emphasizes
this point all the more. In verse 51, he says, “l am the living bread that came down from
heaven; whoever eats this bread will live forever; and the bread that | will give is my flesh
for the life of the world.” When the Jews question him again, Jesus continues to stand
by words, adding in verse 53, “Amen, amen, | say to you, unless you shall have eaten
(paynte) the flesh (odpka) of the Son of Man and shall have drunk (TinTe) his blood
(aipa), you do not have life within you.” He even goes so far as to say that whoever
does this will remain in him (v.56). At this point, the clarity that Jesus offers the Jews is
rejected. And why would they reject this? To answer this, we need to look at the Greek
words that are used here:

. daynrte (phagete): to eat, specifically to eat meat (meaning to chew)
. 20Qpka (sarka): flesh, specifically the “meat” on a body

. NinTe (piete): to physically drink a liquid

. Alya (haima): blood
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With these definitions in mind, we can see why Christ’s teaching is being rejected: it is
shocking. Christ is saying that to remain in him, we must physically consume him as if
HE were the sacrifice that saves Israel. This is scandalous, and this is why the Jews are
rejecting this. To consume Christ as if he were the sacrifice that saves is to admit that
Christ is the Messiah, the savior. It is to bind one’s self to Christ by consuming him just
as a Jew would be bound to God through the animal sacrifice. It should be noted,
however, that the question of cannibalism would not have entered the Jewish mind for
the very reason | stated. For this reason, and the fact that what we receive comes under
the form of bread and wine, we are not cannibals. We are Christians. Happy Festival!

iFeliz Festival Parroquial y Feliz Fiesta de los Arcangeles el lunes!

Continuando con nuestra reflexion, necesitamos analizar algunas de las palabras
griegas que Jesus usa en Juan 6. A partir del versiculo 35, Jesus afirma que él es
verdaderamente el pan de vida. Esta afirmacién inicia una discusion con algunos judios
presentes que parecen no entender por qué Jesus dice esto. Jesus, en respuesta,
enfatiza este punto aun mas. En el versiculo 51, dice: «ha descendido del cielo; si
alguno come de este pan, vivira para siempre; y el pan que yo daré es mi carne, la cual
yo daré por la vida del mundo». Cuando los judios lo interrogan de nuevo, Jesus se
mantiene firme, afiadiendo en el versiculo 53: «En verdad, en verdad os digo: si no
coméis (paynte) la carne (odpka) del Hijo del Hombre y bebéis (1inTe) su sangre (aiua),
no tenéis vida en vosotros». Incluso llega a decir que quien haga esto permanecera en
él (v. 56). En este punto, la claridad que Jesus ofrece a los judios es rechazada. ¢, Y por
qué la rechazarian? Para responder a esta pregunta, debemos analizar las palabras
griegas que se usan aqui:

1. daynte (phagete): comer, especificamente comer carne (que significa masticar).
2. 24pka (sarka): carne, especificamente la "carne" de un cuerpo.

3. MNinte (piete): beber fisicamente un liquido.

4. Aipya (haima): sangre.

Con estas definiciones en mente, podemos ver por qué se rechaza la ensefianza de
Cristo: es impactante. Cristo dice que, para permanecer en él, debemos consumirlo
fisicamente como si EL fuera el sacrificio que salva a Israel. Esto es escandaloso, y por
eso los judios lo rechazan. Consumir a Cristo como si fuera el sacrificio que salva es
admitir que Cristo es el Mesias, el salvador. Es unirse a Cristo al consumirlo, tal como
un judio se uniria a Dios mediante el sacrificio animal. Cabe sefalar, sin embargo, que
la cuestion del canibalismo no habria entrado en la mente judia por la misma razén que
expliqué. Por esta razon, y porque lo que recibimos viene en forma de pan y vino, no
somos canibales. Somos cristianos. jFeliz Fiesta!
