Hickman County Learning Academy charges zero tuition and neither requires nor requests fees for application,
enrollment, or equipment, including equipment insurance. In Hickman County Learning Academy, student learning paths
allow for students to accelerate their coursework according to their academic strengths. Since teachers typically
communicate with students individually, they are able to provide individualized differentiated instruction and supports.
Students have flexibility in their courses, including condensed or expanded courses, smaller class sizes, and the ability to
allot additional time to courses as needed. The teacher of record for each course is properly endorsed, with zero teachers
teaching out of their licensure area. Teachers monitor their students’ attendance, academic progress, and well-being with
weekly communication at minimum. Concerns that need to be addressed further are relayed in each teacher’ s weekly
report to the principal, who connects students and families with necessary resources and support.

School's Strengths:

Hickman County Learning Academy needs a collaboratively established process whereby students who are not in
compliance with the virtual school Parent-Student contract are re-enrolled in their zoned school. The Learning Academy
principal will collaborate with other school leaders and district supervisors to establish criteria for determining if
non-compliant students should remain enrolled in the virtual school. This team will create a process for transitioning
students from virtual learning back to in-person learning at their zoned school to minimize the disruption to their learning
School's Notable Areas for experience.

Enrollment Types

Explanation

In-district Enrollment

Enrollment option for students who reside within the zone of residency of the school district that established the
virtual school.

Out-of-district Enroliment

Enrollment option for students who reside within a contiguous county, municipality, or city outside the zone of
residency of the school district establishing the virtual school.

State-wide Enrollment

Enrollment option for students who reside within Tennessee and outside the zone of residency of the school district
that established the virtual school.

Instructional Model

Explanation

Asynchronous Virtual Instruction

An instructional model that provides students access to on-demand instruction that is fully virtual/online. This model
allows students to access instructional materials and progress at their own pace and does not require students to
attend regularly scheduled (daily/every other day) virtual classes with a teacher.

Bisynchronous Virtual Instruction

An instructional model that utilizes both asynchronous and synchronous virtual instruction.

Hybrid Virtual Instruction

An instructional model that provides students access to virtual instruction and requires students to periodically attend
class in-person within a brick-and-mortar location.

Synchronous Virtual Instruction

An instructional model that provides scheduled, teacher supervised instruction that is fully virtual/online. This model of
instruction does require students to attend regularly scheduled (daily/every other day) virtual classes with a teacher.
