Course Description:
This course is designed to give the student an enriching and diverse music education. This class provides a number of performance opportunities for the student in a variety of settings. The daily objective of the course is to foster and promote musical growth through the playing of an instrument by the student. As a member of the program, group effort and cooperation is necessary to a successful program. Band and Choir is a skilled effort in which each student is expected to show technical and musical growth throughout this course.

Required Materials: 

• Instrument 

• Supplies (extra reeds, valve oil, cork grease, slide oil, etc.) 

• Music Folder and/or flip folder and lyre 

• Pencil “Choir and Band”
• Appropriate footwear (marching season)

Classroom Rules:  

• Arrive to class on time. After the tardy bell you have 3 minutes to be seated with your instrument. 

• No gum, candy, or beverages in the classroom – Water bottles are permitted. 

• Be prepared with your instrument, music, and pencil every day. 

• Respect the people, equipment, and furnishings of the band room. 

Attendance: 

Your attendance during class and at performances has a direct effect on your grade. Band and Choir is a participation/performance based course. Attendance is mandatory to all rehearsals and performances unless otherwise noted. Attached is the list of scheduled concert dates throughout the school year. Please be aware of these concert dates, and plan accordingly
Concert Attendance
Each student is an important member; they are part of a TEAM!  As part of their grade, students are expected to attend and participate at their concert.  FAILURE TO DO SO RESULTS IN TWO LETTER GRADE DEDUCTIONS!!!  Obviously there are extenuating circumstances that come up with or without prior knowledge.  In these instances, an absence will be excused with a prior consent from the parent either through email or phone call.  In the event of an absence with no prior knowledge, the parent must contact me via phone to determine the cause of absence.  The only excused absences are illness or family emergency.  Any other circumstances, please contact me.  The students with an UNEXCUSED ABSENCE will have the opportunity to make-up the grade.  The make-up assignment can either be a one page typed or handwritten paper on a famous composer or musician from a list provided by the director, or a solo performance of a piece selected by the director.  Failure to do either of these within the time frame provided by the director still results in the lowering of two letter grades.
