Fr. Matt’s Catechetical Corner: June 30, 2024

Happy Sunday! As we have seen, Christ will indeed come as Judge, and his judgment is meant to
separate the sheep from the goats (Matthew 25:31-46) so as to welcome the sheep home to

Heaven. Speaking of Heaven, the Creed itself is very instructive, noting that his kingdom will have
no end. With this in mind, we need to reflect on what it means to say that Heaven will have no end.

First, we must clearly understand that Heaven is meant to be a place of absolute joy, peace,
happiness (fulfillment), love, etc... Basically, all Goodness that comes from God will be made
absolutely manifest in Heaven because God will be sharing himself continually with us (Revelations
21:23-24). This idea of communion with God springs from the Mass itself, which is meant to be a
foretaste of the reality of Heaven. This communion in God himself, further, is meant to draw us
more profoundly into the delight of Heaven, and this has several implications for us:

1. God is Eternal, and as such, he is never boring. This point has to be made because, if we
understand God as Eternal, we will understand that every moment of Heaven will be filled with
such surprise in and awe of God that we will experience every moment as an ever-growing
newness. This means that God will continually be sharing himself with us, and we will be forever
rejoicing in receiving his new love every moment of Heaven.

2. God is also communion. The Holy Trinity is a communion of Divine Persons. With this in mind,
we will never be lonely in Heaven precisely because we will be in the Communion of the Saints.
The idea of “me and Jesus,” which comes from American Protestantism, is foreign to the Gospel
because the Gospel (and Heaven) is about communion. With this in mind, we can better
understand the Scripture passage concerning those who are cleansed by the Blood of the Lamb
(Revelation 7:14). God brings together saints from every nation, people, language, etc... so as to
establish a communion that is centered in him and the joy he takes in the victory of his Chosen
People.

Finally, we must always remember that we do NOT earn Heaven. As Catholics, it can sometimes
feel like we earn God’s love, but this is not the case. It is God himself who perfects virtue in each
of us, and, in Heaven, the virtues that God has perfected in our lives will be the cause of our joy
because we will see just how the Lord worked to bring us home to him....and what a gift of joy this
will be!

iFeliz domingo! Como hemos visto, Cristo ciertamente vendra como Juez, y su juicio tiene como
objetivo separar las ovejas de los cabritos (Mateo 25:31-46) para darles la bienvenida a las ovejas
en el cielo. Hablando del Cielo, el Credo mismo es muy instructivo, sefialando que su reino no
tendra fin. Teniendo esto en cuenta, debemos reflexionar sobre lo que significa decir que el Cielo
no tendra fin.

Primero, debemos entender claramente que el Cielo esta destinado a ser un lugar de absoluta
alegria, paz, felicidad (realizacioén), amor, etc... Basicamente, toda la Bondad que viene de Dios se
hara absolutamente manifiesta en el Cielo porque Dios se estara compartiendo a si mismo
continuamente con nosotros (Apocalipsis 21:23-24). Esta idea de comunion con Dios surge de la
Misa misma, que pretende ser un anticipo de la realidad del Cielo. Esta comunién en Dios mismo,
ademas, esta destinada a atraernos mas profundamente al deleite del Cielo, y esto tiene varias
implicaciones para nosotros:

1. Dios es Eterno y, como tal, nunca es aburrido. Es necesario sehalar este punto porque, si
entendemos a Dios como Eterno, comprenderemos que cada momento del Cielo estara lleno de tal
sorpresa y asombro ante Dios que experimentaremos cada momento como una novedad cada vez
mayor. Esto significa que Dios continuamente se compartira con nosotros y estaremos siempre
regocijados al recibir su nuevo amor en cada momento del Cielo.

2. Dios también es comunién. La Santisima Trinidad es una comunion de Personas Divinas.
Teniendo esto en cuenta, nunca estaremos solos en el Cielo precisamente porque estaremos en la
Comunion de los Santos. La idea de “Jesus y yo”, que proviene del protestantismo estadounidense,
es ajena al Evangelio porque el Evangelio (y el Cielo) se trata de comunién. Con esto en mente,
podemos entender mejor el pasaje de las Escrituras sobre aquellos que son limpiados por la
Sangre del Cordero (Apocalipsis 7:14). Dios reune a los santos de cada nacién, pueblo, lengua,
etc... para establecer una comunién centrada en él y en la alegria que siente por la victoria de su
Pueblo Elegido.

Finalmente, siempre debemos recordar que NO ganamos el Cielo. Como catdlicos, a veces
podemos sentir que nos ganamos el amor de Dios, pero no es asi. Es Dios mismo quien
perfecciona la virtud en cada uno de nosotros y, en el Cielo, las virtudes que Dios ha perfeccionado
en nuestras vidas seran la causa de nuestro gozo porque veremos como obré el Sefior para
llevarnos a casa con él.... jY qué regalo de alegria sera éste!
