This is to promote conversation
between the administration and teachers and to determine whether further coaching is necessary.

the IEP?

v" The teacher is using technology to add value and encourage learners to actively engage in the learning
process.

v' There is the use of organizational tools, or students are being taught to use organizational tools.

v" The teacher is providing specific feedback to students.

v Do instructional practices/strategies need to be revisited or updated?

v" Does teacher data collection need to be altered?

v" Is further professional development needed? In what area(s)? (Type area in "Other")
