We/you will briefly review previous concepts then get into something new.  You will do some activity on the new stuff and we will review it at the end of the day or the next.  If you miss this class, you will miss important material.  Check your email.  I will send you what you missed.    

Tutoring = I am here by 7:30 a.m. almost every morning and can stay most afternoons.  If you need help, please come in sooner than later.  I want to help you.  When you come to tutoring, you will need to have specific issues.  I can’t reteach the entire class to you in 10 min.  What is it that you don’t understand?  You may also want to see Coach McCurty, Mrs. Brogdon or Coach Munsey for help.  Same rules apply…come with question(s).
