School Site Council Minutes
October 7, 2019
I. Call to Order – Meeting was called to order at 5:31 pm 
II. Roll Call - Members present: Keith Rangel, Shawna Valdez, Adam Giedd, Ann Pendleton, Geoffory Felver, Sherry Johns, Melissa States, Carmen Mora, Rex Rodgers, Niki Nguyen, Kate Villegas and Carmen Simon.  Victor Ramirez was also in attendance. 
III. Minutes of the previous meeting, held on May 13, 2019, were read. Geoffory Felver moved to approve the minutes as read. Motion was seconded by Carmen Mora.  Motion passed.
IV. Site Council – Mr. Rangel Reviewed the purpose of having a Site Council and that Ripon High is not required to have one, but we believe it is a good practice to discuss categorical funding from the State and Federal Government. It also gives us representation from the variety of participants. 

V. LCAP – Mr. Rangel showed a short YouTube video that helped to explain LCAP.

· Curriculum

· Mr. Rangel advised that English is in its 4th year curriculum, Math is in its 2nd, Science is in its 1st (pilot) and History is next for review. Ann spoke on the new science curriculum and how resources are aligned with it. The department is exploring options for resources that are in line with the curriculum.
· We have a focus on technology at Ripon High. Feedback from present students indicate that older chrome books are slow and have broken keys. They did say that it is nice having access to them in the classroom but notice that some teachers don’t understand the technology which doesn’t allow for the minimal time spent on the chrome books to be productive. Teachers need to become better acquainted with minimal sites. Students indicated that there are a few teachers who are very comfortable with online sites like google classroom; Vasche, Meyer. Our History department would also benefit from additional carts. 

· Top priorities will be 1.) Staff development on technology, 2.) Availability of additional chrome carts. 

VI. CTE – Career & Technical Education
· Sherry Johns advised the Ag department in applying for a facilities grant with a December due date. Grant would be for a new shop, computer lab and classrooms where our current ‘C’ building is located, allowing us expand power mechanics and CTE options.
· Ripon High would also like to get back to a work experience program with the intent on what CTE students want to pursue. Having a ‘Career Counselor’ making sure CTE students are getting valuable work experience for future employment goals. Implementing an apprenticeship program is also in the works.
· Student feedback – Students were asked ‘What have you learned here to help you decide on a career?’ Feedback was that ASB students get the most career guidance at this point. 
· Mr. Rangel said he would develop a short survey to send to site members to get feedback on what they feel are priorities and needs of Ripon High.

VII.  Officer Elections 
· Chairperson – Keith Rangel nominated Melissa States for the position. The motion was seconded by Ann Pendleton. All in favor. No Objections. Motion Passed.

· Secretary – Sherry Johns nominated Shawna Valdez for the position. The motion was seconded by Melissa States. All in favor. No Objections.  Motion Passed. 
· Parliamentarian – Keith angel nominated Niki Nguyen for the position. The motion was seconded by Melissa States. All in favor. No objections. Motion passed.
       VIII.  Western Accreditation of Schools and Colleges (WASC)
· Every 6 years schools need to be re-accredited by WASC and then usually a mid-cycle check-in happens during the 3rd year.
· Ripon High currently has the highest ranking.

· We are due for our 6 years re-accreditation in 2020 so are starting preparation now.
VIII. Safety

· Victor Ramirez presented Ripon High’s Emergency Redbook to the council.  Information in the book is updated each year to keep it current. The information in the book outlines the plan or reaction to most emergency situations. It also keeps a date log of drills performed during the school year.
