The meeting was called to order by the Chair. Mr. W. C. Henryhand led the group in the Lord's Prayer.
After which all persons recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

ADOPTION OF THE AGENDA

A motion was made by Ms. Norma Bartelle and seconded by Mr. W. C. Henryhand to adopt the agenda.
The motion was carried unanimously, (4-0). The Chair did not vote.

A motion was made by Ms. Norma Bartelle and seconded by Mr. Charles Gamer to amend the agenda to
include a Bond Resolution under Action Items, as Item B. Three members voted in favor of the motion: Ms.
Norma Bartelle, Mr. Charles Garner, and Mr. W. C. Henryhand. One member opposed the motion: Mrs.
Barbara McKenzie. The motion to amend the agenda was carried, 3-1. The Chair did not vote.

The Chair asked for objections to the amended agenda. There were none. The motion to adopt the
amended agenda was carried unanimously, 4-0. The Chair did not vote.

ACTION ITEMS

A Finance

Dr. Yvonne Jefferson-Barnes asked Ms. Christine Green to provide information on the Audit Search.

Ms. Green stated that additional requests for RFP's had been sent to auditing firms, and that only one firm
had responded. She said that the McGregor group sent addendums to their original bid, which included
services for pupil activity, closeout of EIA fund, and stimulus funds.

When asked for her recommendation, Dr. Jefferson-Barnes said that the amount of the bid was reasonable

for today's market. She said that McGregor was the first runner in terms of received bids, and would meet
the district’s requirements. She also said that the Board needed to take action immediately.
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Rev. Gamble asked the superintendent if she had dealt with or used McGregor & Company in her prior
district. Dr. Jefferson-Barnes responded, no, that she had not.

A motion was made by Mr. Charles Garner and seconded by Ms. Norma Bartelle that the WCSD School
Board of Trustees employs McGregor & Company as the school district's auditor. Three members voted in
favor of the motion: Ms. Norma Bartelle, Mr. Charles Garner, and Mr. W. C. Henryhand. One member
opposed the motion: Mrs. Barbara McKenzie. The motion to employ McGregor & Company as the district's
auditor was carried, (3-1). The Chair did not vote.

B. Bond Resolution

Attorneys Frannie Heizer and Toiya Green presented information regarding the Bond Resolution. Attomey
Heizer apologized for not getting the information to the Board in a timely manner. The attorneys indicated
that the school district would have between $400,000 and $500,000 of new money for ongoing capital.
They indicated that the $2,000,000 was already spoken for.

When asked, Attorney Heizer, with input from Dr. Jefferson-Barnes and Ms. Green, explained the bond
process, and how the funds were used, from inception to the present time. The explanation also addressed
Board Members concems regarding Johnson Controls, and the roofing project. When asked, Attorney
Heizer stated the value of a mill for this county was slightly over $72,000.

A motion was made by Mr. Kent Evans and seconded by Mr. William Henryhand to authorize the sale of
bonds. The motion to authorize the sale of bonds was carried unanimously, 5-0. The chair did not vote.

Policy BID Board Member Compensation and Expenses

A motion was made by Mr. Kent Evans and seconded by Ms. Norma Bartelle to approve Policy BID Board
Member Compensation and Expenses for a first reading. The motion was carried unanimously, (5-0). The
Chair did not vote.

EXECUTIVE SESSION
