Dear Mr. James:

As you are aware the Commissioner of Education verified and provided you with a letter stating
that Crossroad Academy Charter School has been given the designation of “high performing
charter school” according to F.S. 1002.331.

Accordingly, and pursuant to the statute, Crossroad is required to notify the District of its
intention to increase enroliment and expand grade levels. With the many new statutes created
during the last legislative session for charter schools, the board of directors of Crossroad
Academy wants to make their request simple. Therefore, simply put, for the 2012-2013 school
year, the board wants to amend the charter for Crossroad from PK-8 to PK-12 with a maximum
enroliment of 664 students.

We anticipate a very small high school to serve as a feeder for our existing middle school
students and possibly serving as an alternative to leaving the District all together.

Additionally, we are seeking modification of the charter to a term of 15 years, ending 2026. If
you have questions or need clarification, please contact me at 850-875-9626 or via email at
forehandm@gcpsmail.com.
