Bulletin column October 9, 2022 “From the Pastor”
Dear parishioners,

We see in our readings this weekend two stories which
are actually very closely linked. In our first reading,
Namaan the Syrian is healed of his leprosy by following
the counsel of Elisha the prophet to bathe in the Jordan
River seven times. He thereafter acknowledges to Elisha
that there is no other god other than the God of Israel,
and that he will henceforth worship no other gods but
this true God. In the Gospel, Jesus heals ten lepers, but
only one, a Samaritan, comes back to Jesus giving
thanks for what God has done for him. Jesus tells him
that his faith has saved him and sends him forth.

Namaan is, prior to his healing, a pagan, an example of
the peoples with whom God had so frequently told the
people of Israel not to intermingle or imitate. However,
God does not withhold his blessings from him when he
shows a little faith, and so he is brought to the fullness
of faith by his healing. Samaritans, like the Samaritan
healed in the Gospel, were a people who had adopted a
creative mixture of the faith of the people of Israel with
paganism, a change they were forced to adopt in the
time of King Rehoboam when the ten northern tribes
split away from Judea and no longer had religious
access to the temple. This separation was further
solidified by the results of the Assyrian conquest of the
northern tribes, after which the people of Isracl were
forced to intermarry with pagan peoples. In the eyes of
the Jewish people, the Samaritans were essentially
pagans, even though they believed in and worshipped
the same God of Abraham, and so observant Jews would
have nothing to do with them. And yet, although Jesus
heals all ten of the lepers, only the Samaritan returns to
give thanks to God. Jesus has come to save all, whether
Jews, Samaritans, or pagans.

Jesus had previously linked His mission to the story of
Namaan, and in a sense foretold the healing of the
Samaritan, when He visited His hometown of Nazareth.
There, He had told the people that a prophet is not
accepted in his native place, warning them, among other
examples, that there were many Jewish lepers in the
time of Elisha, but not of them were cleansed, but only
Namaan the Syrian. Among the observant Jews of Jesus’
time, most adhered to the Pharisaic understanding that
the God of Israel was the true God, but that He was only
the God of the Jews. This neglected the call of the
prophets to share their faith with others and to welcome
them into the family of Israel through faith.

Of course, the gargantuan majority of Christians have
been pagan converts and their descendants, and this is
presumably true of every single one of us who belong to
St. Michael Church. If the Samaritan in today’s Gospel
1s more grateful than his nine fellow lepers, perhaps

that’s because he had less reason to presume upon Jesus’
mercy. Are we grateful for the gift of faith we have
received? Are we thankful to God for the gift of the
promise of eternal life through Jesus Christ? Jesus has
come to each of us and mercifully embraced us. Do we
thank Him for His love each day?

St. Paul, in our second reading from his Second Letter to
St. Timothy, affirms that he is willing to suffer to bring
the Gospel to many others; he has come to share in
God’s desire that all be saved and come to knowledge of
the truth because he loves God and wants what He
wants. However, while he also acknowledges that those
being saved have been chosen through their faith, and
that those who have “died with” Jesus through baptism
have the promise of eternal life, he also reminds
Timothy of the need to persevere in Christ in order to
reign with Him. “But if we deny Him He will deny us. If
we are unfaithful He remains faithful, for He cannot
deny Himself.” Jesus is the incarnational of God the Son
who with the Father and the Spirit is the true God, the
God of all creation and all peoples. He is not only the
way and the life, but also the truth. We as Christians
must continue to live after our baptisms in accord with
the God who is love in order to run the race to the end
and enter the eternal life that God wants for us.

And this is the importance of the Eucharist. In order to
persevere, we must remember all God has done for us
and His great love of us with a spirit of thanksgiving,
and we need Jesus Himself to continue to minister to us
by feeding us with the love of His Body and Blood. May
we always stay close to Christ and share in His love for
all around us, seeking to bring His love to those who
remain in need of it.

I was taken aback by the low attendance at the Pastoral
Conference last Saturday. It had been announced for the
past month and a half and advertised in our bulletin.
Although the whole parish was invited, 1 genuinely
expected an attendance of about 100 people. We had 12
people attend (thank you all so much for being there!). I
feel much more genuinely surprised rather than
disappointed by this. The Conference was very
important for our future as a parish within the
archdiocese. I wonder what | as pastor could have done
differently to bring about greater attendance. I would
appreciate your feedback if you were one of the many
who did not attend the Conference last Saturday. Was
there anything I could have done differently as pastor
that would have convinced you to attend? If you are
English-speaking or bilingual, please call, text, write
(not anonymously, please), or talk to me after a Mass to
fill me in. I want to do whatever I can to be a better
pastor to everyone in our parish.



Columna del boletin 9 de Octubre del 2022 “Del Pastor”
Queridos feligreses,

Vemos en nuestras lecturas de este fin de semana dos
historias que en realidad estan muy estrechamente
relacionadas. En nuestra primera lectura, Naaman el sirio se
cura de su lepra siguiendo el consejo del profeta Eliseo de
bafiarse siete veces en el rio Jordan. A partir de entonces,
reconoce a Eliseo que no hay otro dios que no sea el Dios
de Israel, y que de ahora en adelante no adorard a otros
dioses sino a este Dios verdadero. En el Evangelio, Jesus
cura a diez leprosos, pero so6lo uno, un samaritano, vuelve a
Jestis dando gracias por lo que Dios ha hecho por él. Jesus
le dice que su fe lo ha salvado y lo envia.

Naaman es, antes de su curacion, un pagano, un ejemplo de
los pueblos con los que Dios habia dicho con tanta
frecuencia al pueblo de Israel que no se mezclaran ni
imitaran. Sin embargo, Dios no le niega sus bendiciones
cuando muestra un poco de fe, y asi es llevado a la plenitud
de la fe por medio de su curaciéon. Los samaritanos, como el
samaritano sanado en el Evangelio, eran un pueblo que
habia adoptado una mezcla creativa de la fe del pueblo de
Israel con el paganismo, cambio que se vieron obligados a
adoptar en la época del rey Roboam cuando las diez tribus
del norte se separaron de Judea y ya no tenia acceso
religioso al templo. Esta separacion se consolidé ain mas
con los resultados de la conquista asiria de las tribus del
norte, después de lo cual el pueblo de Israel se vio obligado
a casarse con pueblos paganos. A los ojos del pueblo judio,
los samaritanos eran esencialmente paganos, aunque creian
y adoraban al mismo Dios de Abraham, por lo que los
judios practicantes no tenian nada que ver con ellos. Y, sin
embargo, aunque Jesis cura a los diez leprosos, soélo el
samaritano regresa para dar gracias a Dios. Jesus ha venido
a salvar a todos, sean judios, samaritanos o paganos.

Jestis previamente habia vinculado su mision a la historia
de Namaan, y en cierto sentido predijo la curacion del
samaritano, cuando visitd su ciudad natal de Nazaret. Alli le
habia dicho al pueblo que un profeta no es aceptado en su
tierra natal, advirtiéndoles, entre otros ejemplos, que habia
muchos judios leprosos en el tiempo de Eliseo, pero
ninguno de ellos fue limpiado, sino solo Namaan el sirio.
Entre los judios observantes de la época de Jests, la
mayoria se adhiri6 al entendimiento farisaico de que el Dios
de Israel era el Dios verdadero, pero que El era solo el Dios
de los judios. Esto descuidé el llamado de los profetas a
compartir su fe con otros y darles la bienvenida a la familia
de Israel a través de la fe.

Por supuesto, la inmensa mayoria de los cristianos y sus
descendientes han sido conversos paganos, y esto es
presumiblemente cierto para cada uno de nosotros que
pertenecemos a la Iglesia de San Miguel. Si el samaritano
del evangelio de hoy estd mas agradecido que sus nueve
compaiieros leprosos, quizds sea porque tenia menos
motivos para presumir de la misericordia de Jesus.
(Estamos agradecidos por el don de la fe que hemos
recibido? ;Estamos agradecidos con Dios por el regalo de

la promesa de la vida eterna a través de Jesucristo? Jests ha
venido a cada uno de nosotros y nos ha abrazado

misericordiosamente. ;Le agradecemos por su amor cada
dia?

San Pablo, en nuestra segunda lectura de su Segunda Carta
a San Timoteo, afirma que esta dispuesto a sufrir para llevar
el Evangelio a muchos otros; ha venido a compartir el deseo
de Dios de que todos se salven y lleguen al conocimiento de
la verdad porque ama a Dios y quiere lo que El quiere. Sin
embargo, aunque también reconoce que los que se salvan
han sido elegidos por su fe, y que los que han “muerto con”
Jesus a través del bautismo tienen la promesa de la vida
eterna, también le recuerda a Timoteo la necesidad de
perseverar en Cristo para poder reinar con El. “Pero si lo
negamos, El nos negara. Si somos infieles, El permanece
fiel, porque no puede negarse a si mismo”. Jesus es la
encarnacion de Dios Hijo que con el Padre y el Espiritu es
el verdadero Dios, el Dios de toda la creacion y de todos los
pueblos. El no es sélo el camino y la vida, sino también la
verdad. Nosotros como cristianos debemos seguir viviendo
después de nuestros bautismos de acuerdo con el Dios que
es amor para correr la carrera hasta el final y entrar en la
vida eterna que Dios quiere para nosotros.

Y esta es la importancia de la Eucaristia. Para perseverar,
debemos recordar todo lo que Dios ha hecho por nosotros y
su gran amor por nosotros con espiritu de accion de gracias,
y necesitamos que Jesus mismo continlle ministrindonos
alimentandonos con el amor de su Cuerpo y Sangre. Que
siempre estemos cerca de Cristo y compartamos Su amor
por todos los que nos rodean, buscando llevar su amor a
aquellos que todavia lo necesitan.

Me sorprendié la poca asistencia a la Conferencia Pastoral
del sabado pasado. Habia sido anunciado durante el Gltimo
mes y medio y anunciado en nuestro boletin. Aunque toda
la parroquia estaba invitada, realmente esperaba una
asistencia de unas 100 personas. Asistieron 12 personas
(jmuchas gracias a todos por estar alli!). Me siento mucho
mas genuinamente sorprendido que decepcionado por esto.
La conferencia fue muy importante para nuestro futuro
como parroquia dentro de la arquididcesis. Me pregunto
qué podria haber hecho yo como pastor de manera diferente
para lograr una mayor asistencia.
