Mentally add or subtract by 10s using different starting points. 
Student can understand the meaning of the equal sign and determine if
the equations, using addition and subtraction, are true or false (7 = 8 - 1
is true; 1 + 4 + 2 = 9 is false).

Students will be able to explain basic economic concepts and concepts
of personal finance.
