HOMEWORK POLICY £

For homework this year, we will be doing a variety of
worksheets. I do not believe in giving a huge
homework load, but instead encouraging your child
to play outside and have fun being a kid after being in
school all day. However, some homework can be good
for reviewing lessons learned in class. The primary
homework will be a reading sheet with weekly skills
and decodable stories to practice our phonics skills. I
also add extra fluency and comprehension practice.
These are not required, but they can help your child
keep up with the pace of first grade. These count
towards our reading goal of 15 minutes a night. Your
child should also be studying their dictation and
phonics skills for their weekly test.

*Weekly Tests include Reading, dictation, Grammar,
and Math Skills. Scheduled tests will always be
included in the weekly newsletter.

*Graded Papers will come home weekly. I try to get
them out on Fridays, but that is not always possible. I
will send out a reminder when they are coming home.
