Resolution
Which data was carried over from PLE 1.3 to PLE v. 2.0?
 

Most data on your PLE 1.3 account on your upgrade date was carried over to v. 2.0 automatically.  This includes:

· all active users (learners, teachers, administrators) and classes

· current assignments and all related learner progress (mastery, exemption, completion, time on task, tries, lock status, first and last dates worked on)

  

· expired assignments and all related learner progress; these will appear as inactive assignments in PLE 2.0

· all custom resources that you created in 1.3

 

Exceptions:  

· Daily Usage Report and Class Usage Report data (start and stop time of each login/logout and learning activity session) were not carried over.  These data are retained from the time when learners start to use your PLE 2.0 account.

· Grade Report templates were not carried over and must be recreated.  This is necessary because of the changes to the Grade Report from v. 1.3 to 2.0.

· Closed-out classes and their assignments and associated learner progress were not carried over.  

· Closeout reports, listing which classes were closed out, and the archived summary reports from closed-out classes was not carried over.

· System usage data was not migrated from 1.3 to 2.0.  This includes the information in the License Usage, Resource Usage, and Site Traffic reports.

 

Example:   

 

On May 7, Alexa logged in at 9:00 AM.  She worked on States of Matter: Mastery Test in PLATO Course Physical Science A, Unit 1 from 9:02 to 9:16 and earned mastery and completion, with a score of 85.  She logged out at 9:17.  

· The Daily Usage Report for Alexa for that date and assignment shows the login at 9:00, the activity session from 9:02 to 9:16, and the logout at 9:17.

· The Learner Progress Report (detailed) for Alexa for that assignment shows States of Matter: Mastery Test with a status of Mastered, Completed, and Locked, with a score of 85, Tries = 1, Time on Task = 14 minutes, and First and Last Used Dates = 5/7/10.  The status is also updated in the parent module, unit and course:  Time on Task and Tries are incremented and mastery and completion are updated accordingly.

 

After the account is upgraded to v. 2.0 on June 10, the reports for the same learner, date and assignment show the following:

· The Daily Usage Report shows no activity for May 7, since it was prior to the upgrade.

· The Learner Progress Report shows the same information as before:  Mastered, Completed, Locked, Tries = 1, Time on Task = 14 minutes, First and Last Used Dates = 5/7/10.  The parent module, unit, and course, also reflect the progress on the test, just as before.
