Information ltems

Dr. Jefferson-Bames provided a copy of correspondence to all Board Members, which she explained, was a letter approving
the school district to participate in the AdvancED Accreditation process. She further explained that the process would
include all schools within the district, and that schools would be randomly selected for visitation, by the review committee.
Dr. Jefferson-Bames also updated members on the district's Strategic Planning Process.

A. Board Members and the Superintendent presented Teachers of the Year Certificates of Accomplishments from the Mid-
Carolina Chapter 1592 of Phi Delta Kappa. Ms. Elaine Culick and Mrs. Ruby Faison were present to receive certificates,
and principals accepted for teachers that were not present from their respective schools.

B. Principals from Greeleyville Elementary, Hemingway Elementary, and St. Mark Elementary Schools were presented
Certificates of Acknowledgement, by Board Members and the Superintendent, for their schools’ being selected as Literacy
Academy Pilot sites.

C. The State Department of Education selected Kingstree Elementary School as a Red Carpet School. Dr. Jennifer
Gardner and several members of her leadership team were on hand to receive presentations of a Certificate of Recognition,
and a Red Carpet State Department Banner, to be hung in the school. Presentations were made by Board Members and
the Superintendent.

Finance

Ms. Christine Green presented the General Funds Financial Report to Board Members. She explained that the district had
spent more than was received. Ms. Green informed the Board that the administration felt that the district needed to apply for
a Tax Anticipation Note (TAN), due to a low cash flow, with plans to repay it in March 2011. She said the loan would be at a
very low interest rate. Dr. Jefferson-Barnes stated that other districts are moving forward with TAN funds, and that the
district needs to have funds in place, in case the State Department of Education is slow with sending fund.
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[image: image3.jpg]Dr. Jefferson-Barnes said that there needed to be a regular budget committee meeting with the superintendent and staff to
look at where the district is, and what is being done.

Rev. Gamble asked if the request to apply for a TAN should have been an action item. Dr. Jefferson-Barnes indicated yes.

A motion was made by Rev. Norman Gamble and seconded by Ms. Norma Bartelle to suspend the rule to amend the
agenda, to include the Tax Anticipation Note Request as an Action Item. The motion was carried unanimously, (5-0). The
Chair did not vote.

A motion was made by Rev. Norman Gamble and seconded by Ms. Norma Bartelle to allow the administration to apply for a
Tax Anticipation Note. The motion was carried unanimously, (5-0). The Chair did not vote.

Curriculum and Instruction

Dr. Teresa Wright, Principal of W. M. Anderson Primary School, provided statistical information on the school. She said that
the school would no longer be doing State Testing. Dr. Wright stated that writing and ELA were up, math was down a little,
and that science and social studies were down. Dr. Wright further stated that APS works on the mission every day, and that
students from child development to second grade knew the mission. She highlighted the business partners and volunteers.

Mr. Lee Roy Campbell, Principal of Cades-Hebron Elementary School, addressed the Board with information on that school,
historically and currently. He stated that his school experienced increases in writing, ELA, and Math, and decreases in both
science and social studies. Mr. Campbell provided copies of his school's renewal plans, and addressed concems that were
raised by Board Members, to include alternative writing methods, after school tutoring, and the fact that all students did not
take both science and social studies tests.

Mission Statement, Vision Statement and Belief Statement, with the Board. Rev. Gamble noted to Mr.
Robert Scott that Dr. Jefferson-Bames had provided the information that he'd requested, during Public
Comment. Mr. Scott thanked Rev. Gamble. Dr. Jefferson-Bames stated that many positive things are
happening within the school district, but that the media is not getting the information out; therefore the
school district is moving forward with getting information to the public.

Dr. Barnes said that other Board Members would be asked to participate as members of Strategic Planning
Action Teams.

B. Three District Schools Selected as Literacy Academy Pilot Sites
State Superintendent of Education Jim Rex has named ten (10) elementary schools to a pilot project aimed
at using student performance data more effectively in helping younger children who are struggling with
reading. Three Williamsburg County School District schools have been selected to participate in this pilot
project: Greeleyville Elementary, Hemingway Elementary, and St. Mark Elementary Schools.

C. District Initiates QWK2LRN 1 to 1 Reading/Math/Credit Recovery/Teacher Development Pilot
Program
The school district has initiated a new Reading/Math/Credit Recovery/Teacher Development Pilot Program,
QWK2LRN 1-to-1. QWK2LRN empowers teachers, in every grade level, with the ability to do 100%
differentiated instruction in math and reading, by giving them a high power Real-Time workstation in every
class, at every desk, every day. Hemingway Elementary School will serve as the pilot school for the
QWK2LRN Pilot Program.

D. Financial Report
Ms. Christine Green provided a breakdown of the Financial Report that was presented to Board Members.
When questioned about the amount of money spent for substitutes in prior years, she stated that she
expects the amount to go down this year.

Ms. Norma Bartelle asked about the E-rate money, and Ms. Green said she would check on it; that the
congratulatory letter had been received, but not the funds.

When Rev. Gamble asked about possible budget cuts from the state, Ms. Green said that she would be
attending a Business Meeting the next week, and would be given an update as to what to expect.

E. Curriculum and Instruction

Mrs. Delaney Frierson gave an overall prospective of the district's PASS test results, which indicated an
increase in writing scores for most grade levels; however, there were decreases in some other subject
areas. She stated that additional information could be found on the State Department of Education’s
website. Ms. Norma Bartelle inquired as to possible reasons for the decrease in other subject areas. Dr.
Jefferson-Bames explained that any time a new tool is introduced, training must be provided so that
teachers will understand how to use the instrument. Mr. Titus Duren and Mr. Robert Scott have been
brought into the district to train teachers. She stated that the district should see great increases in test
scores. Dr. Jefferson-Bames also stated that, in the coming months, the Board would be hearing from
Principals, with information on the plans being put into place at their respective schools.

Ms. Green explained that
finance did not budget enough in that item line. She also stated that the overtime included temporary workers,
stipends, part-time employees, and one employee who is a long-term substitute. Ms. Green said that all she would
need to do was to transfer funds to that account. Rev. Gamble suggested that Ms. Green allot more money to that
line item next year.

G. Finance

The General Fund Financial Report was presented by Ms. Christine Green. When speaking with reference to the
teacher supply money, she emphasized to teachers that the state gave the Board the option of giving the funds to
teachers, or applying the funds toward the school district’s deficit. She said that the Board opted to give the
funds to the teachers. Teachers in attendance applauded the Board.

H. Curriculum and Instruction

Dr. Bernice Cooper stated that the S? PD Project Involvement is a professional development where each school
will have a sister high school. Teachers will discuss assessment, research-based curriculum, and plan model
lessons to increase scores in Math and Science. Three clusters, Kingstree, Hemingway, and C. E. Murray will
be formed.

Dr. Cooper, along with Ms. Berlinda Mack, then updated the Board on the issuance of textbooks. Ms. Mack
stated that the state department mandates the scanning of all books issued, for accountability and payment
purposes. Because of the change from SASI to Power School, some students may not have been issued books,
but most should have books.

The Lamp of Learning Awards Initiative was established in August 2010, as a method by which persons are
recognized for their contributions to the school district. Ten were issued in August, and the administration
expects to issue six next year. Criteria for eligibility to receive the award were share with the Board.

L. Building and Grounds

Mr. Boykin Parson provided an update on the maintenance vehicle-use log, stating that he felt good as to where
the department was with the use and upkeep of maintenance vehicles. Rev. Gamble asked if he had seen any
cost savings from last year, and Mr. Parson responded that he would provide a cost analysis at the next board
meeting. Mr. Henryhand asked for a comparison between last year and this year numbers, on the gallons of gas
used, and of the cost of maintenance.
