Meeting Summary: 
After Mrs. Cheek shared an inspirational quote centered on education and the importance of highly quality instruction at Kings Chapel Elementary School. Mrs. Shillcutt (principal) gave a presentation to the council on the MAP Reading Fluency assessment used by KCES and the Houston County School System. She went over handouts and explained in detail how the assessment was given, what it measures, and how teachers use the data to inform their instruction. Mrs. Cheek and Mrs. McElheny also shared their personal experience using the assessment in their classrooms with their students. 

Mrs. Schillcutt explained the assessment was used in grades kindergarten through second. It covers oral reading fluency, literal comprehension, and foundational reading skills. It is given in the fall, winter, and spring. Students take the MAP Reading Fluency assessment on the computer and read aloud as it records them. Teachers are able to go back and listen to each recording if needed. Parents and council members were able to ask questions about the assessment. 
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
