MASFPS (MICHIGAN ASSOCIATION OF STATE AND FEDERAL PROGRAM SPECIALISTS) 
SCHOLARSHIP-will award three state scholarships ($1500, $1000 and $500) to eligible high school seniors who are 

on track to graduate in the spring of 2022.  Selections will be based upon the NAFEPA (NATIONAL ASSOCIATION OF
