· Talking with you in conversation using at least two back and forth exchanges
· Asking “who,” “what,” “where,” or “why” questions, like “where is mommy/daddy?”
· Saying what action is happening in a picture when asked, like “running”
· Saying first name when asked
· Pronouncing: p,b,m,n,d,w,h

	· Draws a circle when you show him how
· Avoids touching a hot surface when you warn him/her

	· Stringing items together
· Dressing and undressing, like loose pants
