A Look Around Campus...

In the beginning, ESSER (Elementary and Secondary School Emergency Relief Fund) was designed to help school districts with costs

for extra cleaning that would be required to prevent the spread of COVID-19. Amite County School District followed those

guidelines by purchasing extra cleaning supplies and hiring additional personnel to keep our facilities clean and sanitary. We also

provided all teachers and students with masks and other personal protection equipment, PPE. In ESSER II, the allowable

expenditures were much broader. Money was allocated to purchase equipment such as: air conditioners, air purification and

filtration systems, school buses, technology, and a new playgund. 

In December 2021, a change was made to the allowable cost for ESSER II and ESSER III. We are now encouraged to replace

existing roof and plumbing issues in buildings to inhibit a healthy learning environment. In ESSER III, we are addressing learning loss

by hiring additional personnel to help remediate students. Money was also allocated to recoup money paid to employees during the

mandatory shutdown in March, April, and May of 2020, sub pay and COVID paid leave days. 

The other portion of all three budgets (ESSSER I, II, III) are allocated to Indirect Cost. This allows the district to put money back into

the district fund balance for expenses “indirectly” incurred. All in all, the Amite County School District is abiding by the ESSER

guidelines and utilizing the available ESSER funds for the betterment of our school district.
