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FUND-RAISING ACTIVITIES



The Elsinboro Township Board of Education recognizes the need for fund raising activities in the school to support various educational activities that are of benefit to students. The board also acknowledges that the solicitation of funds from students must be limited since compulsory attendance laws make the student a captive donor and since such solicitation may disrupt the program of the schools.

Fund-raising activities should be reasonable in number and type and should not place excessive demands on students, parents and community members.

For purposes of this policy, “student fund raising” shall include the solicitation and collection of money by students for any purpose and shall include the collection of money in exchange for tickets, papers or any other goods or services.

The board prohibits the collection of money in school or on school property or at any school-sponsored event by a student for personal benefit.

Collection of money by approved school organizations shall be approved by the superintendent. All money collected will be deposited into a student activity account maintained at the Elsinboro School supervised by the Superintendent.

The Superintendent shall establish rules and regulations for the solicitation of funds and see to the distribution of both policy and implementing regulations to each student organization granted permission to solicit funds.

The board shall not be responsible for the protection of or the accounting of funds collected from students by organizations outside the school, by teaching staff members when not required to collect money for a board-approved purpose, and by school-connected organizations.  Funds raised by school-sponsored activities shall be deposited in the proper district accounts.

The board prohibits fundraising activities by school-sponsored groups or outside organizations that encourage or require door-to-door solicitation.
