Fr. Matt’s Catechetical Corner: April 6, 2025

Happy Sunday! As we continue our reflections on the Faith, we are going to begin a series of reflections on
the Sacraments. The goal is to understand the beauty of what we have been given and, in so doing, to live
more united to Christ through our gratitude and reception of these wonderful Sacraments. We will,
therefore, need to begin with a simple question: what is a Sacrament? There are two aspects of this word
that we have to examine to have a full understanding of the word itself and, from that, formulate a definition.

The first word is from Greek, and it is puoTrpiov (mysterion). This word literally means “a mystery
beyond our understanding and before which we fall silent.” This word implies that the Sacraments
themselves are mysteries beyond our understanding, and it also implies that we must receive
(experience) the Sacraments in order to understand them. This is a key point: one must be
receiving the mysteries in order to comment on or understand them. This is why, as Catholics,
theology (reasoning about our Faith) must be done from inside the Church herself (more on this in
a couple of weeks). This is also why we focus on the reception of the Sacraments as a point of
central importance. If one is not united to the grace present in these mysteries, one is not living the
Faith.

The second word comes from Latin, and it is sacramentum (sacrament). This word literally means
‘a sign given as a pledge.” This word is where we derive our word sacrament from, and it is through
this word that we are meant to understand the Sacraments as signs given as a pledge (quarantee)
of Grace. Our participation in these Sacraments, therefore, is how we receive the grace that God
has pledged to us in the person of Christ. This is why, again, the reception of the Sacraments is so
important.

This brings us to one final point, and that is the purpose of the Sacraments. Notice that, in the
Incarnation of God in Christ, the Lord used physical matter inorder to reveal himself to us in a
personal way. This is why the Sacraments use matter: they reflect the Incarnation of God in Christ.
The Sacraments, therefore, are meant to continue the Incarnation of the Lord by giving us the
grace to remain always in his living body, the Church. The Sacraments, finally, may be defined as
“visible signs of invisible grace,” which is how we understand them today. This grace, after all, is
what unites us personally to Jesus Christ himself. More next week!

Rincon Catequético del Padre Mateo: 6 de abril del 2025

iFeliz domingo! Continuando con nuestras reflexiones sobre la fe, comenzaremos una serie
sobre los sacramentos. El objetivo es comprender la belleza de lo que se nos ha dado vy, al
hacerlo, vivir mas unidos a Cristo a través de la gratitud y la recepcidon de estos maravillosos
sacramentos. Por lo tanto, comenzaremos con una pregunta sencilla: ;qué es un
sacramento? Hay dos aspectos de esta palabra que debemos examinar para comprenderla
plenamente y, a partir de ahi, formular una definicién.

La primera palabra proviene del griego y es pyuoTtrpiov (mysterion). Esta palabra significa
literalmente "un misterio que escapa a nuestro entendimiento y ante el cual guardamos
silencio". Esta palabra implica que los sacramentos en si mismos son misterios que
escapan a nuestro entendimiento, y también implica que debemos recibirlos
(experimentarlos) para comprenderlos. Este es un punto clave: es necesario recibir los
misterios para poder comentarlos o comprenderlos. Por eso, como catdlicos, la teologia

(el razonamiento sobre nuestra fe) debe hacerse desde dentro de la Iglesia misma
(hablaremos mas sobre esto en un par de semanas). Por eso también nos centramos en la
recepcion de los sacramentos como un punto de vital importancia. Si uno no esta unido a la
gracia presente en estos misterios, no esta viviendo la fe.

La segunda palabra proviene del latin y es sacramentum (sacramento). Literalmente,
significa "sefial dada como promesa". De esta palabra deriva la palabra sacramento, y es a
través de ella que debemos entender los sacramentos como signos dados como promesa
(garantia) de la gracia. Nuestra participacidon en estos sacramentos, por lo tanto, es la forma
en que recibimos la gracia que Dios nos ha prometido en la persona de Cristo. Por eso,
nuevamente, la recepciéon de los sacramentos es tan importante.

Esto nos lleva a un punto final: el propdsito de los sacramentos. Observemos que, en la
Encarnacion de Dios en Cristo, el Sefior us6 materia fisica para revelarse a nosotros de
manera personal. Por eso los Sacramentos usan materia: reflejan la Encarnacién de Dios
en Cristo. Por lo tanto, los Sacramentos tienen como propdsito continuar la Encarnacién del
Sefor, dandonos la gracia de permanecer siempre en su Cuerpo vivo, la Iglesia. Los
Sacramentos, finalmente, pueden definirse como «signos visibles de la gracia invisible»,
que es como los entendemos hoy. Esta gracia, después de todo, es lo que nos une
personalmente a Jesucristo mismo. jMas la préxima semana!
