PURPOSE:
1. Archery is a Sport in which one challenges another archer and themselves in order to the be the best. 
2. Archery is a Sport in which can lead to individual and team trophies, prizes, and college scholarships. 
3. Archers are role models for the entire Semmes Middle student body and always conduct themselves in an exemplary manner- both on and off the school campus.
4. Archers are to show good sportsmanship at all sporting events. 

REQUIREMENTS:
1. Practice will be held every Tuesday & Wednesday from 2:45-3:45. Archers will be given a specific schedule. 
2. Each Archer must remain in good standing with the school.  Saturday School or detention will result in missed tournaments.  If an Archer is suspended from school, she/he is dismissed from the Team. No exceptions.
3. Archers are to maintain proper behavior even when not at practice or tournaments. Drama does not belong on the Archery team, and you will be dismissed from the team. 
4. If an Archer is involved in any other sport or team, it MUST NOT interfere with Archery Practice or Tournaments. 
5. Archers MUST Purchase their own personal Genesis Original Archery Bow by the end of September.

Tournaments
1. An Archer should not miss ANY Tournaments unless there is a medical emergency.  In the circumstance of a legitimate emergency or an illness, a doctor’s note must be given in order to excuse the Archer. The coach is the only person who can give permission to miss a Tournament for extenuating circumstances; otherwise, it will be considered unexcused, probation will be given. ( I will work with parent schedules as long as parents provide 72hr notice.  
2. Each Archer must arrive 15 minutes prior to the start of each Tournament. Please do not be late to a tournament. Tournaments must start on time and will start without you. There is never a guarantee that another spot will be available or that a coach will be there. 
3. Tournaments are held all over Mobile, Semmes, Saraland, and Irvington areas. State is in Montgomery and Nationals is out of state. Only 24 archers can attend State and Nationals. Those archers chosen will be done so by their scores throughout the season.

                                                WAIVER, RELEASE, AND INDEMNIFICATION AGREEMENT

I understand that it is likely that my child can obtain muscle, bone, or tendon injuries due to the repeated strain of pulling back a bow and releasing. 
I understand that I can purchase insurance for my child through the school for $10 (This may be monthly or a one-time fee. Please contact the coach to get more information.)

In CONSIDERATION for my child having the opportunity to participate in the school’s Archery Team, I hereby release the Board of Education, the school, the principle, the sponsor, the faculty, and parent volunteers, or any one or more of their executors, administrators, heirs, next of kin, successors, or assigns of and from any liability- whether or not caused by negligence, resulting from injury or death as a result of my child’s participation in Archery activities and related events. 

IN FURTHER CONSIDERATION of the acceptance of my child in the Archery Team at the school:
a. I hereby agree to comply with all the rules and regulations applicable to the Archery Team, to encourage my child to so comply, and to assist the Archery Team sponsor and the faculty and parent volunteers in encouraging all participants in the Archery Team to so comply.

Team fees include team shirt, Archer will receive arrows of their own, tournament fees ($10.00 each tournament per archer), and equipment Maintenance (target use and replacement arrows).  Archer cannot participate in Tournaments or Practice without Team fees being paid. Please contact Coach Hansen if you need to make an alternative payment plan. I will work with our Archers. Archers are required to have their own bow within a few weeks of making the team. The bow Must be NASP approved. Amazon has Genesis Original Bows for $150.00 and higher. This will be an Immediate requirement.  You will need a case as well if you ride the bus.  If archer chooses to quit at any time Fees that have already been paid will NOT be refunded.
