SCHOOL T-SHIRTS—FRIDAY ONLY
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Uniform Reminders

Our approved uniform policy will be in effect the first day of school. This means ALL
BLACK/WHITE/BLACK & WHITE SHOES, BLACK BELTS, WHITE or BLACK SOCKS, WHITE
UNDERSHIRTS, LIGHT BLUE SHIRTS, and NAVY BOTTOMS. Unusual haircuts (ex. Mohawks,
Dope Man), artificial fingernails, tattoos, earrings (boys), purses and artificial eyelashes are all
prohibited. ALL students need to be in FULL uniform including belts, shoes, and socks every day.
Note: Please see the school’s uniform policy on the other side of this note. Your child’s teacher has been
asked to remind each parent about students being in full uniform.

Bookbags
All students are required to have clear bookbags only. Bookbags were provided for all students who did not

come with clear bookbags. Several calling posts were sent about bookbags. This is for safety reasons.

Arrival and Dismissal Reminder

Please be sure to get your children to school on time. School takes in at 7:30 a.m. The tardy bell rings at 8:00
a.m. and dismissal is at 3:00p.m. We begin serving breakfast at 7:30 a.m. and stop serving breakfast at 7:50
a.m. We would like for all our students to join us for breakfast.

A parent must come to the office and sign in all students arriving after 8:00 a.m. However, students are
not to arrive on campus before 7:30 a.m. Faculty members are not on duty prior to that time. We do have
before and after school care available. If your child is dropped off or arrives earlier than 7:30 a.m. and is
picked up after 3:00p.m., they will be placed in before and after school care. There is a fee for this service.

Early Dismissals

The cut-off time for early dismissals is 2:00 p.m. Intervention time takes place at the end of the day. It is
extremely important for our students to receive the intervention they need. This includes inclement weather
days and Fridays as well.

Carpool
I have noticed a few parents dropping children off in the horseshoe in the morning. If you are guilty, you

are violating. Please stop at once. Drop your child off in carpool ONLY. Carpool is one-way, entering from
Michigan. No car riders should be dropped off at any other location. Please do not pick up or drop off any
students on Ann St. or Douglas St. All students should be dropped off and picked up in the carpool area only.
We are also asking that all parents remain in your car. The teachers will load all cars. This is for your child's
safety!
