Lott Middle School Uniform Policy
2023-2024
Pants
· Solid khaki/traditional/sand trousers in color made of cotton.
· Logo on pants must be smaller than a quarter (NO EXCEPTIONS).
· Style is classic cut with straight legs - No jean style or low riders.
· All pants must have belt loops and be worn at the natural waist with the belt visible.  
· NOT ALLOWED: Cargo/carpenter pants, jeans, bell-bottoms, joggers, elastic ankles, jeggings, or excessively tight pants. 
· Pants must be hemmed – Ragged, cut, or rolled hems are unacceptable.
· Writing on pants is prohibited. 
Walking Shorts
· Solid khaki/traditional/sand in color.
· Shorts must fall no shorter than one inch above the knee and be worn at the natural waistline.
· Must have belt loops and be worn at the natural waist with the belt visible.
· Leggings or tights are not to be worn under shorts. 
Skirts
· Skirts are permitted for religious purposes only and documentation from religious organization must be provided. 
Shirts
· Colors: 6th Maroon, 7th Black, 8th Gray
· Traditional polo shirt with collar; collars must be always visible. 
· Must be tucked in at all times.
· Logo on a shirt must be smaller than a quarter (NO EXCEPTIONS).
· School spirits shirts and house (Isibindi, Reveur, Altruismo, or Amistad) shirts may be worn FRIDAYS ONLY.
· Athletic Attire may be worn on day of event only.
· Undershirts must be solid color.

Shoes/Socks
· Tennis shoes (any color) 
· Open toed clogs, slip-ons (Crocs), boots, rain boots, heels, slides, loafers (ex: Hey Dudes), and flip flops are prohibited. 
· Socks must be worn. 
Belts/Hats
· Belts must be solid black or brown with frame-style buckles, no plate buckles. Belts must be worn in belt loops and fastened to prevent sagging.
· Hats, caps, bandanas, sweatbands, and bonnets are not allowed on school property, including school buses.
Outerwear   
· No hoodies and no jackets with hoods are to be worn on school property.
·  Sweatshirts (with traditional neckline) or jackets must be black, white, gray, crimson, or Vegas gold. 
· Logos/on outerwear must be smaller than a quarter (NO EXCEPTIONS).
Jewelry/Accessories
· Earrings – studs or small hoops (no bigger than a dime)
· No visible body piercing (tongue, face, nose, etc.)
Hair
· No metal picks allowed on campus. 
· Hairbands cannot have logos or hang below the hairline. 
Student ID
· ID Badges must be worn and visible.
· Badges will be replaced at the cost of the student at $5. 
· Badges should not be altered.
Cell Phones/Electronics
· All cell phones and electronics must remain turned off and in bookbags.
· Any device out without permission will be collected and will be returned to student’s guardian by administration. 

** The above policy is in effect all year. It is the guardian’s responsibility to send students to school in proper uniform. Should policy be broached, disciplinary measures will be taken (See violations that follow).
