Dr. Paul Collier, Assistant Principal of Pioneer Valley High School, opened the

meeting at 6:17 pm by welcoming all those in attendance.

Call to order

a) No review of the agenda or the minutes made. No motions were made as there
were not enough parents in attendance.

New & Old Business/Presentations

a. Mr. Martinez, Early Academic Outreach Program (EAOP) counselor provided an
informative presentation on how this program helps 111 and 120 grade students
prepare for college or university. He informed that this free program offers
educational workshops for both students and parents, support to complete
financial aid and college applications, counseling about degrees and careers
available, and other resources. Mr. Martinez is stationed in the schools College
and Career Center, available Monday through Friday, 8:30am-4:30pm.

He invited parents to the EAOP parent conference to be held on Saturday, May
18", he provided a flyer with location and hours. Mr. Martinez provided answers
to parents' questions at the end of his presentation.

b. Daisy Corral-Jaimes and Daniela Yanez-Vargas, District Community Licisons
provided parents information on how they support families with students’ chronic
truancy. They explained their focus and goal is to reduce chronic fruancy by
providing things like transportation, counseling, one-on-one home visits, and
family connection to community resources. They explained how data
analyzation is constantly used to find students with the most needs. They
explained when a student becomes truant, and what the Student Absence
Review Board (SARB) is. They provided their contact information and provided
time to answer their questions.

c. Crystal Buchan, Intervention Counselor, informed she supports students by
providing them knowledge on choices made after high school. She explains the
requirements to enter the military, different vocational schools and community
colleges and which Certifications they offer, support with resume building if
wishing to go directly to the workforce. Mrs. Buchan is station at the College and
Career Center, she provided parents her contact information.
