Course Description: The purpose of this course is to use the reading process to construct
meaning from a wide range of literary, informational, and technical texts. The course will also
apply reading comprehension strategies and increase academic vocabulary through the reading
of both fiction and non-fiction texts. Students also will be provided with academic support to
improve reading abilities.

Expectations: Edward W. Bok Academy is a school of high academic rigor. Students are
expected to work for the entire class period every day. When students enter the classroom,
they are expected to enter quietly, get folder from your class period’s designated shelf, and
begin the bell work immediately.
