Rincon Catequético del Padre Mateo: 21 de Enero del 2024

iFeliz domingo! Mientras continuamos nuestras reflexiones sobre Cristo, en nuestro Credo, como Hijo Unigénito
de Dios, nacido del Padre antes de todos los siglos; Dios de Dios, Luz de Luz, Dios verdadero de Dios verdadero,
engendrado, no creado, consustancial al Padre, nos enfrentamos a la necesidad de comprender por qué la Iglesia
lucho para insertar estas lineas en el Credo. Las lineas mismas provienen directamente del Concilio de Nicea, que
tuvo lugar en el afno 325 d.C. El punto central del Concilio fue: ;quién es Jesucristo?

El problema que enfrent6 el Concilio de Nicea fue el arrianismo, es decir, una herejia (herejia = creencia
obstinada y falsa acerca de Dios) iniciada por Arrio, un sacerdote de Alejandria, Egipto. Ensefi6 que hubo un
tiempo en que Dios Hijo no existia y que Cristo era, por tanto, una criatura. Aqui estaba su logica:

Proverbios 8:22: La sabiduria es una criatura
1 Corintios 1:24: Cristo es la Sabiduria de Dios
POR TANTO: Cristo, como Sabiduria de Dios, es criatura de Dios.

Ves el problema? Por primera vez en la historia, la Iglesia se enfrentd a una herejia basada totalmente en las
Escrituras. Las herejias anteriores se desarrollaron a partir de la experiencia espiritual personal de una persona
sobre algo. Esta es la primera vez que la Iglesia tiene que lidiar con alguien que usa las Escrituras contra la fe de
la Iglesia. [Aparte, esto todavia sucede hoy. Muchos de nuestros hermanos y hermanas separados (protestantes)
acusaran a los catolicos de violar las Escrituras de diversas maneras, como llamar Padre a los sacerdotes o adorar
a Maria/estatuas/santos, todas las cuales son acusaciones falsas que NO violan las Escrituras.]

Por lo tanto, la respuesta de la Iglesia a esta herejia no podria provenir simplemente de una lectura diferente de las
Escrituras porque eso solo llevaria al Concilio a donde estamos hoy (por ejemplo, el pastor Roberto no esta de
acuerdo con el pastor Jose y, dado que ambos tienen "razén" a su manera, el pastor Jose fundara otra iglesia
propia). La Iglesia, por tanto, decidi6 invocar la otra corriente de la Revelacion, es decir, la Tradicion.

Recuerde: La Revelacion es una (Cristo), pero tiene dos corrientes que fluyen, juntas, de ella: las Escrituras
(Palabra escrita de Dios) y la Tradicién (la Fe tal como ha sido vivida y transmitida; ver 1 Cor. 11:23). . En otras
palabras, la tradicion es lo que nos da la lente adecuada a través de la cual podemos entender las Escrituras
correctamente. Sin esta lente de la Tradicion, cualquiera puede hacer que las Escrituras (la Biblia) digan lo que
quieran. Era esta Tradicion, es decir, la Fe tal como habia sido recibida de los Apostoles, la que responderia a esta
dificultad y a la que la Iglesia recurriria. jEstén atentos a esa respuesta la proxima semana!

Fr. Matt’s Catechetical Corner: January 21, 2024

Happy Sunday! As we continue our reflections on Christ, in our Creed, as the Only Begotten Son of God,
born of the Father before all ages; God from God, Light from Light, true God from true God, begotten, not
made, consubstantial with the Father, we are faced with the need to understand why the Church fought to
insert these lines in the Creed. The lines themselves come directly from the Council of Nicea, which took
place in 325 A.D. The central point of the Council was: who is Jesus Christ?

The 1ssue facing the Council of Nicea was Arianism, that is, a heresy (heresy = obstinate, false belief about
God) started by Arius, a priest of Alexandria, Egypt. He taught that there was a time when God the Son
didn’t exist, and that Christ was, therefore, a creature. Here was his logic:

Proverbs 8:22: Wisdom is a Creature
1 Corinthians 1:24: Christ is the Wisdom of God
THEREFORE: Christ, as the Wisdom of God, is a creature of God

Do you see the issue? For the first time in history, the Church was faced with a heresy that was totally based
in Scripture. Earlier heresies developed from a person’s personal, spiritual experience of something. This is
the first time that the Church has to deal with someone using Scripture against the Faith of the Church.
[As an aside, this is still happening today. Many of our separated brothers and sisters (Protestants) will
accuse Catholics of violating Scripture in a variety of ways such as calling priests Father or worshiping
Mary/statues/saints, all of which are false accusations that do NOT violate the Scriptures. ]

The Church’s response to this heresy, therefore, couldn’t simply come from a different reading of Scripture
because that would only bring the Council to where we are today (e.g. - Pastor Bob disagrees with Pastor Joe
and, since they are both “right” in their own way, Pastor Joe will found another church of his own).
The Church, therefore, decided to invoke the other stream of Revelation, namely, Tradition.

Recall: Revelation is one (Christ) but has two streams that flow, together, out from it: Scripture (Written
Word of God) and Tradition (the Faith as it has been lived and handed on - see 1 Cor. 11:23). Tradition, in
other words, is what gives us the proper lens through which we can understand the Scriptures correctly.
Without this lens of Tradition, anyone can make the Scriptures (Bible) say anything they want. It was this
Tradition, that is, the Faith as it had been received from the Apostles that would answer this difficulty and to
which the Church would turn. Stay tuned for that answer next week!
