· Revise your resume (templates are usually available online, and there is a template available in the guidance office)
· Ask your counselor to write your recommendation letters.  (Please allow 5 days.)
· If you need a transcript, fill out a request form online on the OBHS website (please allow 3 days)

· Make sure you are taking the classes you need to go to the college of your choice.  

· Plan your finances carefully.  Upcoming expenses include college application fees, prom, caps and gowns, senior pages for the yearbook, ACT and/or SAT fees, t-shirts, May Day, and your yearbook.
Athletes: You must register with the NCAA Clearinghouse if you are planning on playing a sport in college. Visit www.eligibilitycenter.org. There is a fee to register. You may be able to receive a fee waiver if you have already received a fee waiver for the ACT or SAT.  Send your ACT and/or SAT scores to NCAA.
