Barrett’s ELA/Social Studies





Reading- We will begin our unit of study: overcoming obstacles. We will be reading various fiction articles that describe new experiences. We will also read Enemy Pie by Derek Munson. Students will compare and contrast two character’s feelings, thoughts, and motivations (RL 5.3). Students will also practice finding evidence in a text to support a statement. (RL 5.1)


Writing-We will review how to write a paragraph as well as the structure of a sentence. 


Social Studies- we will continue learning about Geography. We will review compass directions and discuss how to read a map.
