Classroom Rules and Procedures

	At this time, I would like to share my expectations and procedures with you and your child.  I believe that all children can and will learn, but that it takes cooperation from all involved to make this happen. I set high expectations for my students in both academics and behavior. Please read the following rules and procedures before signing at the bottom of the page. A copy will stay in your child’s homework folder.

Be kind.
Respect others.
Be responsible.
Work hard.
Do your best.
Incentives:
[bookmark: _Hlk173509952]Your child will earn MONEY for good behavior, kind acts, following rules, completing jobs, returning homework daily, AR tests, and other positive means. Your child will have the opportunity to redeem rewards using their money each Friday. These range anywhere from coupons to use in class, prizes, and candy.

Consequences:
As your child can receive credits for positive behavior, they can also be debited for poor choices. I typically give a verbal warning before deductions. Your child will first lose 1¢. If the behavior continues, they will then lose 5¢, then 10¢, and finally 25¢. If a child reaches a loss of 25¢, a note will be sent home. 

The first note home will be a green note, a warning of the behavior. The second note will be a yellow note, and the third, a red note. When the red note is sent home, it is up to the parent to decide whether the child will lose participation with a class party, a visitor or special program, or a field trip. 
Each note sent home will also result in a step on the classroom management behavior form. If a child gets 4 notes home, this will result in an office referral. An office referral will be sent automatically if any physical harm is done to another student.

I feel it is very important to work with you as parents and inform you of your child’s behavior here at school. If there is anything that occurs at home that might alter behavior at school, please feel free to inform me. I hope that this year is a great one, and I am looking forward to what lies ahead.
