Gwendolyn Fleming, Ms. Alicia Gibson, Ms. Erika Myers, Ms. Felicia C. Patrick, Ms. Kristin Phillips, Mrs. Tracy Ruetterman,
Ms. Nicole Scott, Ms. Andrena R. Washington, and Mrs. Jessica Wright. The motion was carried unanimously, (5-0). The
Vice-Chair did not vote.

Audit Compensation
A motion was made by Mr. Charles Garner and seconded by Rev. Norman Gamble to accept the administration's

recommendation to approve the $7,500.00 audit compensation request. Three members voted in favor of the motion: Rev.
Norman Gamble, Mr. Charles Gamer, and Rev. W. C. Henryhand. Two members opposed: Mr. Joseph Lee and Mrs.
Barbara McKenzie. The motion was carried, (3-2). The Vice-Chair did not vote.

Public Comment

Ms. Johnnie Thompson, a Battery Park School Alumni, addressed the Board with a request that the school district release
the BPE property to the Alumni. The group wishes to partner with the RALI Board, (which is part of Francis Marion
University) to provide various health and educational services to citizens of the Battery Park Community. She stated that the
release of the property would allow the Alumni to apply for various grants.

Mr. Dwayne McClary, Chairman of the RALI Board, thanked the School Board for allowing RALI to obtain the One Stop
Agency, which is housed in the Chavis Middle School facility. He spoke in support of the Battery Park School Alumni, and
asked that the Board consider releasing the school building to the group.

Vice-Chair Bartelle informed both individuals that they would receive a response within ten days.

Approval of Minutes
A motion was made by Rev. Norman Gamble and seconded by Mr. Charles Garner to approve the minutes from the April

18, 2011, Regular Board Meeting and the May 5, 2011, Called Board Meeting. The motion to approve the minutes was
carried unanimously, (5-0).

Curriculum and Instruction

Kingstree Senior School

Dr. Fred Moore presented information to the Board on Kingstree Senior High School, which was established in 1970 with
grades 10-12. He said that Kingstree Senior High currently enrolls student in grades 9-12. Dr. Moore presented the school's
mission and vision statement, as well as the beliefs. He commended the staff and administration for an Excellent
Improvement Rate. Ms. Bartelle asked him about the ASAP Blitz, to which he responded that it was an intense ASAP mock
test given to students just before testing. Dr. Moore and Mrs. Hester Gadsden presented gifts to Board Members.

St. Mark Elementary School

Mrs. Sarah Boyd spoke to Board Members on the strengths of the 2010 PASS testing at SME. The school needs and
strategies for improvement were highlighted. Vice-Chair Bartelle asked her to tell them about the 21st Century Program. Mrs.
Boyd told them that SME had participated in the program for a total of 9 years. She explained that the program concentrated
on the core areas (math and ELA) in small groups, after school.

o Mr. Lee thanked Dr. Gardner and the KES students for their presentation.

e Rev. Gamble said he was proud of the students who performed, and thanked their parents.

e Mr. Garner thanked the students who won competitions at the district, state, and national levels. He also
congratulated the teachers, principals, and parents.

e Rev. Henryhand commended students also. He then asked Dr. Jefferson-Barnes if the name of the bus company
could be added to the field trip request form to make sure that companies are insured.

o Mrs. McKenzie said that this was a wonderful group of students.

e Vice-Chair Bartelle thanked Dr. Gardner and commended students. She also inquired about the summer reading
list. Ms. Angela McClary-Rush informed her that the packets were currently being prepared for distribution.
