WHAT DOES THE FEAST OF
CORPUS CHRISTT MEAN?

God has come to stay... And it’s not just ""'nice
words"

That of Corpus Christi, is the mystery of Christ's presence
among us. He will be present in our Altars and
Monstrances, he will walk through the streets continuing
the tradition of our ancestors in the faith.

Corpus Christi is the feast of the Body and Blood of Christ,

the presence of Jesus Christ in the Eucharist.

This day we remember the institution of the Eucharist that
took place on Holy Thursday during the Last Supper, when

Jesus turned the bread and wine into his Body and Blood.

It is a very important feast because the Eucharist is the
greatest gift that God has given us, moved by his desire to
stay with us after the Ascension. God having deigned to
humanize himself to restore the human condition, not only
did he die for us on the cross, but he thought of a way to
stay day and night in the tabernacles of our churches, to
receive our adoration and feed us with his body and his
blood.

Saint Thomas Aquinas, herald par excellence of the great
Eucharistic mystery, wrote that if in Bethlehem and in
Calvary Christ hid his divinity "letabat deitas", in the
Sacrament of the Altar he also hides today his "humanitas",

his humanity.

This same great theologian and saint of the Church thus
described the healthy fruits that Christ in the Blessed
Sacrament offers us:

a) It is food for our souls. This bread of angels sustains the

spiritual life of the Christian and invigorates it in a
surprising way. This is how the Eucharistic souls

experience it.

.b) It unites us and incorporates us to the Lord, in

physical and permanent union, as it happens with food.

In Communion Christ unites us to his person in such a way
that we can say with Saint Paul "the one who died for us

and now lives again " (2 Cor 5, 15).

¢) It communicates to us the very life of God,

from that mysterious communion that makes us truly
participants in divine life. By becoming man, the Word of
the Father communicated divine life to his flesh, to his holy
humanity. Hence, by receiving the flesh of the Redeemer,
we also receive the divine life of him that sanctifies us and

divinizes us, we could say.

d) It gives us the gift of Immortality. By uniting ourselves

to Christ through communion, we live his life and the seed
of eternal life is deposited in us, a pledge of glorious

resurrection that leads us to eternity.

The great feast of Corpus Cristi is not only to adore
and nourish ourselves with the Eucharist but also to
think about our response to God's love for us,
whether or not it is "with words or speech but with
actions and in truth " (1 Jn 3:18). First, if we are
fair, because justice is inseparable from charity, it is
intrinsic to it, but also how far we go in our
relationships of gratitude, communion and mercy
for those who extend their hand to us through our

charities.

La del Corpus Christi, es el misterio de la presencia de
Cristo entre nosotros. Se hara presente en nuestros Altares y
Custodias, paseara por las calles continuando viva la
tradicion de nuestros antepasados en la fe.

Corpus Christi es la fiesta del Cuerpo y la Sangre de Cristo,

Este dia recordamos la institucion de la Eucaristia que se

permanente, como sucede con los alimentos. En la Comu-
nién Cristo nos une a su persona de forma que podemos
decir con San Pablo “vivo yo, no soy yo, es Cristo quien

vive en mi” (2 Cor 5, 15).

¢) Nos comunica la misma vida de Dios, desde esa

comunion misteriosa que nos hace realmente participes de
la vida divina. Al hacerse hombre, el Verbo del Padre
comunicoé a su carne, a su humanidad santa, la vida divina.
De aqui que, al recibir la carne del Redentor, recibamos
también su vida divina que nos santifica y nos diviniza,

d) Nos confiere el don de la inmortalidad. Al unirnos a

Cristo por la comunion, vivimos su vida y se deposita en
nosotros la semilla de la vida eterna, prenda de resurreccion

gloriosa que nos conduce a la eternidad.
