Major assignments include but are not limited to Daily Participation, Improvisation Performance, Theatre
History Test, Humor/Dramatic Performance, Duo/Ensemble Performance, Filmography Test, and Technical
Theatre Olympics, and Homework.

**Participation is a vital part of any performance class. Students will gain points that will affect their grade.
Participation includes being on time to class, involvement in activities, coming prepared to work, and
promoting a positive classroom environment. Points for participation will be taken away for tardiness and
unwillingness to attempt and or complete assignments/activities in class.**




Evaluation and Grading System

Evaluations of performances will be based on a special acting rubric that will be given to the
student prior to the date of the performance. Example of rubric is attached to the class syllabus.

Grades are weighted between two categories.
Participation - Minor Assignments (Various assignments, activities, daily work, etc.) = 60%
of the entire grade.

Performance - Major Assignments (Tests, Quizzes, Analyses, etc.) = 40% of the entire
grade.

Grading will be evaluated based upon the five letter grading system.

A =90% - 100%
B = 80% - 89%
C =70% - 79%
D = 60% - 69%
F = 59% - Less

Participation is valued so high that any student that makes an honest attempt, meaning that a
student tries their best and completes the assignment, will receive a minimum of 50% towards the
given assignment, project, performance or test.
